In it your Son Jesus received the baptism of John and was
anointed by the Holy Spirit as the Messiah, the Christ, to lead us,
through his death and resurrection, from the bondage of sin into
everlasting life.

Therefore in joyful obedience to your
Son, we bring into his fellowship those who come to him in faith,
baptizing them in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

The parents and Godparents present the child by name to the Celebrant, who
then pours water upon him/her, saying

Corinne Caroline, I baptize you in the Name of the Father, and of the
Son, and of the Holy Spirit. All: Amen.

Then the Priest places a hand on the child’s head, marking on the forehead
the sign of the cross using Chrism and saying,

Corinne Caroline, you are sealed by the Holy Spirit in Baptism and
marked as Christ’s own for ever. All: Amen.

Celebrant: Let us pray. Heavenly Father, we thank you that by water
and the Holy Spirit you have bestowed upon this your child the
forgiveness of sin, and have raised her to the new life of grace. Sustain
her, O Lord, in your Holy Spirit. Give her inquiring and discerning
hearts, the courage to will and to persevere, a spirit to know and to
love you, and the gift of joy and wonder in all your works.
