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2.0 Arrival & Departure Informa�on 

2.1 Direc�ons How to get to Us 

As we live completely off-grid out in the back woods of Vermont USA, there is no public transport close to 
us. Your only access to our property is via car or 4wd. Our closest airport is Burlington Interna�onal, which 
is 30 mins away. Because we rely on solar power as our primary energy source, we kindly ask that guests 
check in before dark. Arriving earlier helps ensure visibility for a smooth and comfortable arrival. 

 Coming via Car: There are several ways to get to Wes�ord VT, USA depending on which direc�on you are 
approaching from. However, once you get close to our place and turn on to Old Stage Road, Wes�ord the roads 
change from bitumen to dirt/gravel. (Make sure you come via Old Stage Road – if you come from Milton side of 
Rogers road YOU WILL NOT GET THROUGH, Google maps does not understand that Rogers Road is not fully 
accessible all the way from one side to the other. The ONLY Access is from Old Stage Road End Entry.) You can s�ll 
reach our property in a normal car as the roads are graded regularly. You will not require a 4wd. Once you turn into 
Rogers Road, Wes�ord proceed up the road past two houses on the right-hand side, then over a brook culvert. You 
will see a sign which reads - 

     

Con�nue, on up the hill past this sign for another 1000 feet and you will turn into Whitsunday Lane/Road, and 
Bonnie Doon Glamping Carpark on the right-hand side. You have arrived!

2.3 Parking Informa�on

2.4 How to find your campsite once you arrive 

 Once you have parked in your designated area and loaded all your supplies into your complimentary 
trolley you can make your way to your campsite on foot. Look for signs telling you which way to go and select the 
trail accordingly. Campsite 2 is on the right-hand side first, before you get to the flag poles. Campsite 1 and 
Campsite 3 are both past the flag poles and gates and down the gravel trail on ridge with solar lights. There are 
more signs along the way. Once you reach your campsite and your glamping accommoda�on experience there are 
specific instruc�ons for each site in your check-in details. The walking trails are quite short and anyone with basic 
fitness level should have no trouble in naviga�ng them. There is no wheelchair access onsite.

3.4 Wi-Fi/Cell Phone Coverage 

 We’re excited to offer Wi-Fi at all of our campsites from Spring 2026 as we con�nue to level up your 
glamping experience! We know switching off completely isn’t always easy—especially if you need to stay in touch 
with loved ones. There is some mobile recep�on around the campsites, but it can be a litle hit-and-miss and very 
weather-dependent. But let’s be honest… you didn’t escape to the woods just to listen to phones buzzing and 
ringing, did you? ��������� So use the Wi-Fi if you need to—but we highly recommend giving your devices a litle holiday 
too. Breathe in the fresh air, soak up the serenity, and enjoy some good old-fashioned nature �me. ����� 
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3.5 Opera�ng the Barbie (as known as BBQ or Grill or Griddle) 

 The BBQ is powered by propane gas which is connected to the unit.  Please turn on the control valve on 
top of the gas tank to start the flow of gas prior to commencement. The grill has an automa�c ignite switch and 2 
burners with a griddle plate for your convenience. Once you have finished cooking, please remember to turn off 
the flow of gas on the gas botle and scape and wipe down the grill plate to keep clean for next usage. There is 
aluminium foil provided to aide in keeping the mess to a minimum. There is also a ketle and single burner stove for 
hea�ng water for coffee, tea etc. It is run on a single Butune cannister. If the Butune cannister runs out there is a 
spare in the kitchen area. Please ensure that when replacing the Butane cylinder with a new one, read the 

instruc�ons thoroughly and that 
you line up the cylinder in the 
correct slot and lock it into 
posi�on to start the flow of gas.                     

Safety is important to us. If you 
do encounter any mishaps of 
any nature, please use the fire 
ex�nguisher that is provided and 
contact us if you need further 
assistance or in the event of a 
fire.

3.6 Opera�ng the Batery Pack – Supply of Power

The main batery switch (located at the end of the batery) will already be turned ON for you. 

3. Turning Power On 
Use the power board next to the window to select what you want to run, such as: 

o Bathhouse and instant hot water 

o Outdoor kitchen lights 

o Fans 

o Other charging needs 

4. What the Batery Powers 
The batery supplies power to: 

o Selected lights 

o Instant hot water heater 

o Water pump for sinks and showers 

o Fans and device charging 

5. Conserving Power 
Please conserve power wherever possible by only using what you need. 

6. End of the Evening 
At bed�me, turn the batery pack OFF at the main grey switch on the end of the batery. 
This stops the internal fan and prevents unnecessary batery drain. 

7. Solar Charging 
The batery is connected to an external solar field for recharging during the day. 

8. If Batery Runs Low 
If poor sunlight causes the batery to run low or run out, we will recharge it for you during the day while 
you are out exploring and return it to your campsite for the evening (for mul�-night stays). 

9. Checking Batery Level 
A percentage display on the batery shows the remaining charge. 

10. Need a Recharge? 
Please no�fy us early in the day if you think the batery will need recharging so we can assist.

Please let us know early in the day if you 
think the batery will need recharging.     

3.7 Opera�ng the Bathhouse  

 Both the outdoor and indoor bath house enclosures work just like your bath at home. Just remember to 
turn on switch at main batery source that runs the power to water pump before bathing. (There will be a label 
clearly marked saying “Water”) The hot water is heated by gas and is instant. You should not have to adjust any 
se�ngs in the outdoor bath houses to get piping hot showers. Ther are individual sets of instruc�ons in all the 
bathhouses and toilets with “how to” guides. 

3.8 About the Loo (toilet)(or thunderbox as Aussies like to call it) In associa�on with

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3.9 Opera�ng Lights 

 Most outdoor ligh�ng around the campsite is solar-powered and will automa�cally turn on at dusk, 
provided there has been sufficient sunlight to charge the bateries. Interior lights within and around your site and 
the bathhouse are connected to the main batery pack. Please help conserve power by turning off lights when they 
are not in use. 

3.10 Cleaning 

 Let’s face it—no one enjoys cleaning, but it’s a part of life and helps keep our space comfortable for 
everyone. We kindly ask that you respect our campsites during your stay and avoid leaving open food or rubbish 
around, as this can atract wildlife. 

If you’re bringing a pet, please follow our pet guidelines and keep them off the bed linens. You’re very welcome to 
bring a cozy bed or blanket so your furry friend has their own special place to sleep. 

At checkout, please leave all used towels and bathrobes in a pile beside the bed for collec�on—there’s no need to 
strip the bed, as we’ll take care of that for you. During your stay, we do ask that you wipe down the BBQ a�er each 
use to help deter wildlife from visi�ng or nes�ng, and that all dishes and utensils are washed and dried a�er use. 

3.11 Rubbish 

 No need to worry—we’ve got your rubbish covered! All we ask is that you place all waste in the bins 
provided onsite. We care deeply about our environment, and here in Vermont’s beau�ful Green Mountains, 
recycling is a big deal. ������Please help us keep this litle slice of paradise pris�ne by not litering and by using the 
bins at your campsite. If something doesn’t fit or the bin happens to be full, simply place it neatly beside the bins 
and we’ll take care of the rest. 

PLEASE REMEMBER NOT TO LEAVE OPEN FOOD OF ANY KIND OUT OR OPEN OVERNIGHT AS THIS WILL ATTRACT 
NATIVE WILD ANIMALS INTO YOUR CAMPSITE. NO ONE WANTS A CLOSE ENCOUNTER EVEN IF THAT ENCOUNTER IS

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3.12 Fires 

 Yes, to answer your ques�on, you may have a campfire.

What’s a camping trip without a campfire? Si�ng around glowing embers, listening to your favourite music, and 
toas�ng s’mores is all part of the magic. ��� 
That said, keeping everyone safe is incredibly important to us. With 
so much surrounding woodland, even a small fire can become 
dangerous if not handled responsibly. Please use cau�on when 
star�ng and maintaining your fire, and always keep it contained 
within the designated fire ring. 
For peace of mind, a fire ex�nguisher is provided in your 
kitchenete, and emergency contact details for the local fire 
department can be found in your handbook. These are safety 
backups we hope you’ll never need—common sense and care go a 
long way. 
Fire danger is taken very seriously here. While campfires are generally welcome, if the local Fire Warden declares a 
high-risk period, all fires will be prohibited for everyone’s safety.  
 
3.13 Safety & Campsite Area  

When it comes to your campsite, the rule is simple: have a great �me! Feel free to bring your tunes and enjoy your 
Bluetooth speaker, but please remember that quiet hours begin at 10pm—so keep the volume respec�ul for your 
fellow campers. ��� 
For everything else, treat this place like the special gem it is. Please don’t liter, respect your surroundings, and help 
us keep the property clean and beau�ful. Most importantly, remember—you’re in the woods! That means you may 
hear unfamiliar noises and encounter wildlife. While we can’t control nature, you can help avoid issues by using 
common sense: store food in sealed containers, clean up a�er meals, and never leave rubbish behind. 
If everyone does their part, this litle slice of paradise will stay gorgeous for years to come—and you’ll be able to 
return for many more adventures. ����� 
 
3.14 Damage/Breakages/Removal of Campsite Property 

Nobody likes broken or missing stuff—and we’re no excep�on! �� If it’s here, it stays here. Please don’t “borrow” 
anything from your campsite that isn’t yours, and show a litle love for our things.

3.16 Smoking 

 Smoking or vaping is NOT permited inside the tent/cabins. You may 
smoke/vaping outside so long as you dispose of buts appropriately in a rubbish bin 
provided or the firepit.  

3.17 Water 

As men�oned previously, we are completely off-grid and place a high value on conserving our natural resources, 
which we consider a precious gi�. The water supplied to your campsite is non-potable. It is safe for bathing, 
washing dishes, handwashing, and boiling for coffee or similar uses; however, we kindly ask that you limit water 
use to necessi�es only. Please be sure to include botled drinking water in your supplies.    
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3.18 Outdoor Safety 

 Many people are discovering the posi�ves of being outdoors. Health professionals have found that being 
outside for just two hours a week is beneficial for a person’s health and wellbeing.  

While there are many pros to being outdoors, recrea�onal ac�vi�es can also pose a threat to the environment and 
recrea�onal adventurers. So, while you are glamping, camping, hiking, or visi�ng an outdoor atrac�on, it is crucial 
to maintain certain best prac�ces to help ensure the safety of you, and the integrity of the environment.  

1. Plan Ahead - To make the most of your outdoor �me, it’s important to plan before leaving for your des�na�on. 
Go during the safest �me of day. If you are par�cipa�ng in outdoor ac�vi�es for the first �me and have never been 
to the des�na�on, it’s important to go during a safe �me of the day. Make sure you have enough daylight to see 
where you are going and to ensure you won’t get stuck in an unknown loca�on at nigh�me. 

2. Communicate - Many hikers, and other outdoor enthusiasts may find themselves lost during an excursion. This 
situa�on can become instantly overwhelming and may push back your expected arrival �me. Outdoor recrea�on 
can come with risks, and it’s important to let friends and family know your plans in case something happens. 
Consider telling a few friends and family this per�nent informa�on. 

3. Bring the Right Gear - If you are planning on going hiking or outdoor adventuring, make sure you bring the right 
gear with you to ensure you have a successful ou�ng.  

4. Don’t Venture Out Alone - While many people enjoy camping or hiking alone, it can be overwhelming for 
outdoor beginners. Do not overes�mate your abili�es. Bringing a friend with you when you camp, or hike can be 
very helpful. Even if you can’t bring another human with you, you can always take your canine companion. 

5. Prac�ce leaving No Trace! - When out hiking or exploring, please remember to take all your rubbish with you and 
do not destroy any of the natural woodlands. Minimize your footprint. 

6. Stay in Designated Areas - Camping or hiking in designated areas can help lessen the impact you have on the 
outdoors. Stay on constructed trails and within boundaries of campsites for your safety.  

7. Leave Wildlife Alone - While seeing animals in the wild can be inspiring, it is best to leave them alone. Loud 
noises and quick movements can cause the animal stress and affect its ability to live in rigorous environments. If 
the animal becomes dependent on campers feeding it, it could lose its ability to hunt or forage. Please do not feed 
any wildlife if you are lucky enough to have a close encounter. We DO NOT allow ANY hun�ng whilst on our 
property. Please do not leave out any food stuffs as this will atract wild animals to your campsite. 

8. Hydrate - Campers and hikers that engage in physical ac�vity should hydrate regularly. 

9. Bring a First Aid Kit - Make sure you pack a small first aid kit whenever you plan on travelling outdoors. 

3.19 Addi�onal things for use 

Hiking, exploring, and visi�ng atrac�ons 
aren’t for everyone—and that’s perfectly 
fine. You’re welcome to relax and enjoy any 
of the extras available at your campsite 
during your stay such as games, books etc.

If you’d prefer to stay close to camp and relax, or take your pet for a walk, Rogers Road con�nues past our carpark 
turnoff and follows the old logging road. It offers beau�ful natural scenery and is largely free of traffic, making it 
ideal for a peaceful stroll. For safety while exploring the woods, please ensure pets are kept on a lead at all �mes.

Fishing – Boa�ng – Kayaking – Swimming  

Arrowhead Mountain Lake, Chitenden County, Vermont. (9.5 miles) 

This beau�ful body of water covers an area of 720 Acres. It is a popular des�na�on for Outdoor Enthusiasts, 
offering a wide range of Recrea�onal Ac�vi�es. One of the primary atrac�ons of Arrowhead Lake is its diverse fish 
popula�on. Anglers can enjoy catching a variety of fish species, including Northern Pike, Pickerel, Panfish, Rainbow 
Trout, and Smallmouth Bass.

There is lots 
to do, like hike, golf, camp and 
take boat cruises, go fishing, but 
the beauty is, how easy it is to 
not do anything. Lake Champlain 

is one of the largest freshwater lakes in the country! Check out these numbers for a glimpse of why Lake Champlain 
stands out: 500 miles of shoreline, Depths of up to 400 feet, 80 species of fish, 120 miles long, And 70 islands. 
That’s prety impressive! Legend even has it that “Champy” the lake monster lives here….. 
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Ausable Chasm is known as the Grand Canyon of the Adirondacks, a sandstone gorge that offers incredible views, 
various hiking trails, and waterfalls. There are five miles of hiking trails for you to explore, including the scenic Inner 
Sanctum and Rim Walk trails. In the summer, go ra�ing or tubing along the river to beat the heat. You can also rock 
climb, rappel, and go on an obstacle course. Before you leave, pop by the Visitor Center to learn more about 
Ausable Chasm’s geological history.
