THE MEASURE OF A STRONG CHURCH 
 
FUNCTIONS LIKE A BODY 
The church is the body of Christ 1 Cor. 12:27 
 
The body of Christ has many members  
• Not all have the same function 1 Cor. 12:4-7 
• Every member must appreciate his/her own function 1 Cor 12:14-20 

• Every member must appreciate the function of others 1 Cor. 2:20-26 
 
The body must have members who fulfill their function 
• Growth occurs when "every part does its share" Eph. 4:15-16  
• We understand that a chain is as strong as its weakest link 
• So, a body's strength is affected by weak and inactive members 
• Injury or physical handicaps limit the ability of the body to perform 
• Strong members may try to help, but then that limits what other work
