I. INTRODUCTION 
      A.  Heavenly Rewards:  A Neglected Subject 
            1.  We speak more of homes here than in heaven 
            2.  We talk of security, nest eggs, and promotions but little of 
                  eternal rewards 
            3.  Jesus taught us to lay up treasures in heaven Matt.6:19 
      B.  Crowns in the Bible  
            1.  Special rewards for those who run well 
            2.  What’s involved – what are its rewards?  
II. BODY 
       A.  The Participants in the Race (v. 24) 
             1. Those who enter the race begin at the starting point   
                 Acts 16:31;   Romans 10:9   
             2. The unsaved race to hell and keep storing up wrath 
                 a. Fire awaits at the finish line, and the only prize is perdition 
                 b. Everything about the sinner’s race is temporary, except  
                    eternal punishment 
             3. Born again believers are in life’s most important race   
                 a.  Rewards await every believer at the finish line 
                 b.  The finish line is at the judgement seat of Christ

B. The Prize at the End of the Race (vv 24-25)   
     1. Runners have a prize in view when the race begins 

  2. Paul referred to earthly games and corruptible crowns 
  3. How temporary are the prizes most people seek! 
       a. Accumulated wealth has no value at life’s end  Tim. 6:7 
       b.  Prestige and popularity are fading rewards that often are  
            lost before the finish      
  4. Christians run for lasting rewards Rev 22:12 

       C. The Price of Running to Win the Prize in This Race (vv 26-27)
  

             1. “I therefore run, not as uncertainly” 
                  a. There was no doubt about Paul’s intention to win the prize 
                  b. He didn’t have time or energy to waste; neither do we. 
             2.Paul had his eye on the prize at the finish line Phil.3:13-14  
           3. Winning the prize demands discipline and self-denial 
                a. Paul brought his body into subjection; not giving in to lust  
                    or laziness 
                b. We ought to be willing to pay the price of this winner’s  
                    example
