MINUTES OF PUBLIC HEARING IN PREPARATION FOR COMMUNITY 
DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT APPLICATION FOR THE VILLAGE OF 
GETTYSBURG WATER FACILITY - MARCH 28, 2000 - 7:00 P.M. 

Persons present: Mr. Jared Ebbing of Fanning/Howey Engineers, 
Mayor Norman Warner, Council Members Brad Miller, Carol Burkett, 
Christine Resor, Don Sturgill, Donald Schmidt, Board of Public 
Affairs members Jim Hileman, Marvin Petersime, Street 
Commissioner Paul Kochersperger and Clerk Esther Clark. 

Mayor Norman Warner called the meeting to order following the 
Pledge of Allegiance. 

The Mayor stated he and the county mayor's association are 
encouraging residents of the county to attend the Milton Creagh 
program on drug and alcohol abuse at Memorial Hall, April 28, 
7:00 P.M. 

The hearing was then turned over to Mr. Ebbing who asked the 
Clerk to read the Public Notice which had been published in the 
Daily Advocate and posted in the regular posting places in the 
village. The Public Notice was read. Mr. Ebbing then opened 
the meeting for questions and discussion. Included in the 
questions asked and answers given were: 

Q: Why do we have to spend this kind of money for a water 
facility? 

A: The Ohio EPA will continue to enforce tougher 
regulations that will require the village to replace the 
existing water treatment plant. 

Q: If we apply for this grant, how much might we get? 
A: This grant will provide up to a 50% match of 

construction costs for the project. 
Q: What will it cost the village residents? 
A: At this time, this dollar amount is not known. Once 

more information is obtained regarding the funding, the cost to 
the user will be calculated. 

Q: Are there other grants available? 
A: Yes, we will continue to investigate other funding 

options to help fund this project. Issue II is one of the 
options currently being investigated. 

Q: When will this happen? 
A: The entire process of investigating the obtaining 

funding as well as the design and completion of the project will 
occur over the next year and a half. 

Q: Where will the plant be constructed? 
A: We are currently planning to place a new water 

treatment plant at the existing site of the current water 
treatment facility.

Present: John Dillon, of the B.O.P.A., Council Members Paul Kochersperger, Pat Riley, John Archey, 
Chris Hall, Chris Denlinger, Dr. Holman of the D. C. Department of Health and Esther Clark, Clerk. 

Esther explained the chart Norman Warner, village commissioner, completed with daily meter 
readings at the sanitary sewer lift station. Discussion was held for ideas as to where this extra 
water is coming from. When we receive rain, the amount of water immediately spikes, then 
when it stops raining, it is like someone turns off the faucet. In the first quarter of 2009, we 
had an extra 67,000 gallons of water-most of which was in April, which had the largest 
quantity of rain. 

Dr. Holman explained the procedure for pressure testing. If the pressure test wasn't 
passed, the inspector would not have signed the permit. 

There was a question about the way to monitor the amount coming from the trunks-is 
a flow meter available to measure this? Esther will ask our engineers about this. 

The people talked about what buildings might be draining into the sanitary sewers. 
They then made the decision to meet on Wednesday, June 3, at 9:00 a.m. to go around looking 
at downspouts and where they drain to. Persons to be in this group are: Dr. Holman, Lance 
Begoon, Norman Warner, Paul Kochersperger, Chris Hall, and John Dillon. Friday, June 5 will 
be the alternate date.

MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING: Patsy Riley moved the minutes be accepted, seconded by 
Truman Bashore. The minutes were accepted. 
BILLS: Patsy moved the bills be allowed, seconded by Chris Denlinger. The bills were allowed. 
D. C. SHERIFF'S PATROL: Patrolman Walker was present with the new contract for our police 
protection for 20 I 0. Chris Hall moved the contract be approved, seconded by Paul Kochersperger. The 
contract was approved. 
CITIZENS/GUESTS: Don Sturgill commented about the water at his 161 West Main Street property. 
He hasn't been paying the minimum bills for that prope11y so some bills were sent to be added to his 
taxes.

MAYOR'S REPORT: Mayor Harmon stated he thought we had a good year. We are completing our 
first year with sanitary sewers.

A note will be put on the office bulletin board 
for phone numbers of the persons filling in for Norman while he is on vacation between December 17 
and January 4. 
SOLICITOR'S REPORT: Absent 
VILLAGE COMMISSIONER: Norman stated the dump truck and plow are ready for the season. The 
mayor mentioned there is a light out at the west end of the village. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

POLICE: Nothing additional. 
POI: John stated all the connections and brackets for Christmas lights need to be checked out 
and repaired next summer. He also suggested we ask Paul Wagner if he would care if we took 
down the tree on which we have been decorating with lights.

There was no increase in last year's charge 
other than the state fee and we did not raise the residents' charge. Rumpke will charge 
$13. 76 for 20 I 0, $14.39 for 2011, $15 .05 for 2012. There was a question of whether we 
can pay month to month based on the number of pickups each month. Esther will talk with 
Rumpke about this but our contract charges for 195 locations, which means we are not 
paying for all the residences in the village. Chris qenlinger moved we approve the contract, 
seconded by Truman. The vote was taken and the vote approved the contract. 

4. Realtor Mike Hogg stated the sales agreement for the village prope11ies for sale is expiring 
and asked if we wanted to renew the agreement. Chris Denlinger moved the agreement be 
renewed, and Truman seconded the motion. The motion carried. 

5. ORDINANCE 2009-03: AN ORDINANCE REGULATING SELF STORAGE 
FACILITIES. This ordinance was discussed earlier in this meeting and council decided to 
have the first reading based on the deletions and revisions made. The motion was made by 
Paul, seconded by Chris Hall. Roll call vote: Kochersperger, yes; Bashore, yes; Denlinger, 
yes; Riley, yes: Archey, yes; Hall, yes. The first reading passed.

approved, seconded by Paul. Resolution 11-2009 passed. 
2. Resolution 12-2009: A Resolution Providing for the Employment of a Village Solicitor. 

John moved approval of this resolution, seconded by Chris Denlinger. The vote was taken and 
Resolution 12-2009 passed this date. 

3. Resolution 13-2009: A Resolution for Providing Supplementary Appropriations. 
Chris Denlinger moved this resolution be passed, seconded by Truman. The vote was taken and 

Resolution 13-2009 passed this date. 
4. There was a question concerning any sanitary sewer installations for residents. Esther stated 

three persons had applied for the CHIP grant for this project. One was approved, two were not 
current with their taxes therefore did not qualify. A fourth person did not apply.
