Thin cardboard items not acceptable include:
e Boxes with silver or foil coatings
e Anything dirty, greasy or plastic-coated

e Boxes and other corrugated cardboard should be flattened and
folded so they fit in the cart.
e Pizza boxes (with greasy liner removed)

Corrugated cardboard items not acceptable include:
e Dirty or greasy cardboard

Tin/aluminum, scrap metal

Examples include:
e Aluminum and tin cans
e Foil and pie plates

e Wire clothes hangers
e Empty steel aerosol cans

Tin/aluminum, scrap metal items not acceptable include:

e Scrap metal

e Paint cans

e Hypodermic needles (Please contact the Health Department for
proper disposal information)

Glass bottles and jars

Examples include:
e Mayonnaise jars
e Wine bottles
® Beer bottles
e Applesauce jars

e Spaghetti sauce jars
e Salsa jars

e Vinegar bottles

¢ Baby food jars

Glass bottles and jars not acceptable include:

e Broken glass

e Cups, dishes, glass windows, plates, Pyrex®, ceramics, mirrors, light
bulbs, crystal

This includes all rigid plastic containers with symbols L,?) through
L’Z\) on the bottom; examples include:

e Soda and juice bottles
e Salad dressing bottles
e Milk jugs

e Detergent bottles

e Juice bottles

e Shampoo bottles

e Window cleaner

e Saline solution bottles

e Fabric softener or
bleach bottles

Plastic bottles, jugs not acceptable include:

e Plastic shopping bags

e Plastic food wrap, potato chip and sandwich bags

e Styrofoam®

¢ Automotive fluid bottles (oil, antifreeze, brake fluid)

e Flavored milk boxes
e Cream and creamer containers

Examples include:
e Milk and juice cartons
® Juice boxes

Milk cartons, drink boxes items not acceptable include:
e Ice cream boxes e Margarine boxes
e TV dinner containers e Cream cheese boxes

® Remove all plastic bags.
e Remove any non-acceptable items.

Container preparation

e All containers (jars, bottles, cartons, etc.) must be rinsed and free of all contaminants.
e Remove and discard all corks, tops, rings, metal bottleneck wraps, and unacceptable items.
