A VC patrol racently lost five members ~n the Gaza Strir 12 miles north of Iue
Tho when they ricked an excellent ight Defensive Fosition (NT) that was alres iy
accupied by Mjha Cmryany's third platoon,

ifter disk, the U.S. soldiers selected an NIP on a large mound 60 neters fromthe
South China Sea which wns covered with trees and brush. The elevated position not
only provided wood concealnent, but 2lso sllowed surveilance of the extensive beach
area. The men were waiting for muerd to begin when PFC Mike Carretti (Gary, Ind.)
spotted a 12-man patrol walking =long the shoreline. He alerted PFC Milton "Short
Round" Coston who irmediately informed his comrades ahout the approach.

"They were about 400 meters awny when we strrted watching them, " said SF4  FRon
Schrader (Stevens Point; Wis.). "There were flareships and helicopters patroling
the beach and everytime they shot illmmination or passed by, thé patrol®would squat
down like they were hiding."

"Sonebody saicd that they could be a friendly unit so we conldn't take the chance
and shout, " said PFC Jin Crawford (Port Gibson, N.Y.). "Then, they stopped sbout 150
neters from ocur position =nd thres men started welking toward the mound ss if they
were 2oing to check it out. Undoubiodly they wanted to use it for an L™P beccuse
it is a good spot. "

One of the soldiers walked to within 2 meters of the position where FFC Fon [un-
nell (St. Joseph, Mich.), FFC Prank Schurich (Lafayette, I'.J.) and PFC Crawford were
weiting. They commenced f ire ~nd killed the insurgent when they spotted the 'K L7
rifle he was carrying,

The other members of the third platoon began firing at the nain element of the
VC petrol, tut the initial fire directed »t the pointman near the mound geve <chen
time to seek over behind » small knoll, After prepping tne eneny's location with
small ams fire, the U.S. soldiers split into two eleients to assmult the hill. One
squad took a direct route using on on-line formation while the others maneuvered to
the rizht. Uhen the men begen their advance, the VC guerrillas attempted to escape
alengz the beach.

The men pursued the eneny soldirs and followed sigs which revesled that scme
of the VC were wounded., "We followed the trail for about 500 meters until it led to
the shore, " scid Bunnell, '"We assumed that they drazzed two bodies inte the water
to hide them."

The uen continued the sesrzh and det-inzd » VC 50 meters fronm the location where
the draz marks entered the wnter. The insurgzent had attenpted to partislly hary him--
self in the sand, but wns essily detected by the entire platoon,

Moving 300 m:zters further, Sunnell -nd Schurich spotted on old szmpan on the
heach roughly 100 meters from the weter, "when we were 2 meters away," explained
Bunnell, "I saw a backpack next to the bont," "I guessed that it wes booby-trapped
sa we stayed clear of it. We each circled 2round one side of the smipan ond it was
then that 1 spotted 2 VC in a hole next to the psck. He popped up and tried to zet
a grenade out of the pack, I fired » few quick shots snd dropped back."

The men fired severzl rounds at the hole to prevent the insergent from using the
grenade. Daring the berrage, one round hit and killed the ‘guerrilla, Inside the
hole the men found an /K 47 and several Chicom grenades in the pack. "I can't fig-
ure out why hz didn't use the rifle, " Bunncll said. "It was sure lucky for me that
he didn't! It rust hsve bhean defective,™

The platocn resturned to thz location of the original contsct and found 30 Chicom
grenades and other equipment inside the packs discarded by the VC when they fled.

. The day after the five-dey rsin, SPL Lane Brown (Lovell, Wy) and PFC Jesus Riv-
era (Pontiac, Mich.) had delivered a loal of weapons for repair at the 7:3rd lMainte~
nance Battalion and wers returning by jeop alongz the east side of the firebase which
was surrounded by water. They were casually spesking Spanish when they swotted a large
serpent on the shoulder of the road near Sykes' Regullars' rifle zeoroing range.

"It looked like a zreyish-black rod or stick in the road at first," said Srown,
"When we were about 50 feet »way, it movel so we knew it was a snske., Rivera swerv-
el the jeep and ran it over with both left wheels. Then, w= stopped the leep ten me-
ters away to see if we ot it,."

"When we lookzd back," continued Brown, "ws found out it wes a cobra becruse he
raised up about a foot and a half snd expanded his head." "Then, the cobra snapped
his body in our {irection simulating en attack. I toyed with the idea of killins it
S0 we could show everybody, but he crawled back into the thick knee-high grass before
we could get a long club. We carefully wolked over to see where he went,” but the
grass made it lapossible to see him., JAnwvwway, I think that his back wes bmka by the
Jeep ani he probably won't live, I hope!"

Brown said that the cobra was roughly six feet long and about six inches in girth,

Cobras are relitively rare in this area, In fact, seeing = cobrs snywhere ibun-
usual because they instinctively svoid detection when a human is nesr. Other vipers
are more sluggish in nature an< more likely to be seen, The most renowned member of
the cobra family is the king cobra found in India. These large serpents have been know:
to exceed 18 feet in length.
