The SYK'at RE@LAKS experienced an
unusual week, tslored ly the holiday mood
on the one hand, and by the business of
cembat on the other., Dring scattered in-
cidents throughout thewesk, the batta~
linn revorted nine VietCong killed and
eleven detained. FivelC "Chieu Hoi'd"
to the Allies, and 31 [ietnamese civi-
lians were detained for interrogzation.

Brave C>. accmunted for most of the
action occurring Dec, ist. In the morn-
ing, the Zi Platoon detined three civi-
lians, enc Af whem hade foko 1ID, throe
bors east.oof LZ liz.

Later, the 1lst Platon, working with
PFs from ihe 185th Popuar Forces Platoon,
detainad seven VC in tk vicinity of Van
Truougz, just east of Hihway One, Three
men frem the lst Platoon were C/Ad  with
five Pt troops to an ara west af the Sog
Cau to set up a blockirr forece for other
clements of Bravo Co. ondueting a sweep
to the west from the owpesite side of the
river. One ol Lhe PFs spotted 2 VC whn
wadad into a tunnel for concealment. In

liens for cuestioning snd found an enemy
tunncl, four kilemcters southzast of Liz,
which contained several items of enemy
gear. Among the sguiment found were two
amo cans, four uniforms, tiwece  ChiCom
grcnades, and a flag with an image of a
sickls on it,

Dec, 23d, Delta Co.!s 2d Plstoon un-
coverad a tunnel complsx, six kilomasters
south of Liz, and the Recon Flatoon re-—
ported having found a homs-node grenadsz,
packed with vowder and a firing device,
nine kilometers east of the firebase.That
afternoon, Bravo's Ranser Squad fired on
three evading VC,one of whom had a weanon.
As a rosult of the contact, the squad con-
firmed one enemy wounded, Ths Rangors eal-—
so found s tunnzl complex in the arca,six
kilometers southesest of Liz, as well as a
2,400 pound rice cache. That cvening,
Bravo reported that a Y€ troover  had
"Chicu Hoi'd" to the Allies a2t a hemlet on
the Red Ball,

No significant incidents were reported
during the czesa-fire celled for Christ-
mas Az and Christmes Dev. One VC guer-
ille, howsver, enjovad a unique Christ-
mas when he '"Chieu Hoi'd" to Bravo Co.

Activitv picksd up NDee. 26th, though,
whon the battelion accounted for eight
Ve killad and seven civilisns detained
for questioning., T"ravo's 1st Flatoon
h=d pursuasd a group of 30 VC who evadad.
te tho north, near Telta's position.Del-
ta dstained thrae Vietnsmese found inwhe
rrea, ons of whom was carrving VC propa=-
ganda. Recon, working with an clemant of
ARVNs, wes sctive in the morning and
found two ChiCom granades and 2 carbine
with two clips and 25 reunds of emmo.Thz
platoon then angrged and killad two enomy
carrying six ChiCom grenades snd an LT
megegine full of smmo. Later, the men
turned in two civilien detainees.

Thst afternoon, Brevo's 2d  Fletoon
picked up two civilian detriness 2and Tel-
ta uncovered sn enemy tunnel, some L0
feet lonz, just northwest of Liz.

In the evening, RBravo's lst and 2d nla-
toons killed five VC in four different
incidents. The 2d Platoon detected move-
ment to its south, called for illumina-
tion, nnd sew a VG, He fired on the men
and wes killed by the return fire. Mi-
nutes later, the platoon s-ottad 15 to 20
VU moving toward its lotetdion. The men
blew their claymores and engaged th= en-
emy with small ermms fire that resulted in
two V€ KIA, In two sepnrate ambushes,
elements of the 1st Pletoon confirmed
three enamy killad.

Dec. 26th, Bravo dstain=d three VG,
two of them enemy murses. The  comvany
also rerorted havinz detsined two Viet-
namese civilians who evrded the PFs nesr
the Twin Villes. In the afternoon,Recon
and tha ARVNs ownerating with ths platoon,
teamed up to account for one enemy KIA,
six kilometzrs cast of Liz.

Dec, 27th, Bravo reported smother Hol
Chenh, and Dec. 28th, an element of FF
soldiers micked un two more Hoi Chanhs.
