"I guessed that it was booby-trapped
so we stayed clear of it. We each ecircled arcund one side of the sampan and it was
then that L spotted a VO in » hole next to the peck. He popped up and triud to get
a grenade out of the pack., I fired » few quick shots and f"Troppcd back."

The men fired severzl rounds =t the hole to prevent the insurgent from wing the
grenade., Daring the berrage; one round hit »nd killed the guerrilla, Inside the
hole the men found an K 47 and several Chicom grenades in the pack. "I can't fig-
ure out why he didn't use the rifle, " Bunnell s2id. "It wes sure lucky for me that
he didn't! It must have heen defective

The platoon returned to the location of the original conterct and found 30 Chicom
grensdes and other egaipment molde she packs discarded by the VO when they fled.
