1. Areading from the book of Ecclesiastes 3:1-11
There is an appointed time for everything, and a time for every affair under the heavens. A time to
give birth, and a time to die; a time to plant, and a time to uproot the plant.

3. Areading from the book of Wisdom 3:1-9

their hope full of immortality; Chastised a little, they shall be greatly blessed, because God tried
them and found them worthy of himself.

In the time of their visitation they shall shine, and shall dart about
as sparks through stubble; They shall judge nations and rule over peoples, and the Lord shall be their
King forever.

He who please God was loved; he who lived
among sinners was transported — snatched away, lest wickedness pervert his mind or deceit beguile
his soul; For the witchery of paltry things obscures what is right and the whirl of desire transforms
the innocent mind. Having become perfect in a short while, he reached the fullness of a long career;
for his soul was pleasing to the Lord, therefore he sped him out of the midst of wickedness. But the
people saw and did not understand, nor did they take this into account.

A reading from the book of Lamentations 3:17-26

A reading from the second book of Maccabees 12:43-46

Judas (the ruler of Israel) then took up a collection among all his soldiers, amounting to two
thousand silver drachmas, which he sent to Jerusalem to provide for an expiatory sacrifice. In doing
this he acted in a very excellent and noble way, inasmuch as he had the resurrection of the dead in
view; for if he were not expecting the fallen to rise again, it would have been useless and foolish to
pray for them in death. But if he did this with a view to the splendid reward that awaits those who
had gone to rest in godliness, it was a holy and pious thought. Thus he made atonement for the dead
that they might be freed from this sin.
