ARBITER & ARBITERPAY/RefPay
· Make sure you are signed up on both Arbiter & ArbiterPay (using the same username/email for both)  Also, update your profile information to include cell phone, etc)
· Update your calendar and blocks on Arbiter, NOW, and REGULARLY!

· Accept or decline assigned dates within 2-5 days; give reason when applicable
· If you accept an assignment, that is considered the same as a contract.  If you need to be removed or unassigned after accepting a game, you need to let your assigner know.
· Most schools are using ArbiterPay/RefPay to pay game fees; some do it immediately, others the next day a few only a certain day each week. Relax and be patient!
GAME INFORMATION

· Arrive early for games (MS/15-20 min; F/JV 30+ minutes before; Varsity/45+ min)

let partner & school know if you are running late but don’t make being last minute a habit)
· Know the location…ask if you don’t know where you are going. (click on “site” on Arbiter)
Officials are encouraged to verify & confirm with school 1-3 days before!

· Assigners only have so many games to assign – be patient as openings & changes happen

   regularly and sometimes often.
· Look sharp (clean uniforms, use proper signals, communicate appropriately, etc)
· Move things along without rushing, but do things appropriately without delaying or prolonging things unnecessarily.
· Know pregame and warm-up protocols & READ THE RULE/CASE BOOKS (more than once!)
· Attend clinics, camps, and training sessions as you have opportunities.
· Watch officials working games, talk to them, “shadow” them, etc – ask questions…

· Check “online” (NFHS & YouTube) for videos that may help “see & learn”!
· Learn the rules & mechanics; then learn how to apply them!
