FIRST READING Isaiah 58:1-12

Shortly after the return of Israel from exile in Babylon, the people were troubled by the
ineffectiveness of their fasts. God reminds them that outward observance is no
substitute for genuine fasting that results in acts of justice, such as feeding the hungry,
sheltering the homeless, and clothing the naked.

what God has prepared for those who love him”—
0God has revealed to us through the Spirit, for the Spirit searches everything, even
the depths of God. " For what human knows what is truly human except the human
spirit that is within? So also no one comprehends what is truly God’s except the Spirit
of God. "> Now we have received not the spirit of the world but the Spirit that is from
God, so that we may understand the gifts bestowed on us by God. "> And we speak of
these things in words not taught by human wisdom but taught by the Spirit, interpreting
spiritual things to those who are spiritual.

4 Those who are unspiritual do not receive the gifts of God’s Spirit, for they are
foolishness to them, and they are unable to understand them because they are
spiritually discerned. "> Those who are spiritual discern all things, and they are
themselves subject to no one else’s scrutiny.
