Day Nine: Visibility With Intention

Day Nine focuses on choosing where your brand lives and showing up there consistently. Visibility does not
come from being everywhere. It comes from being recognizable somewhere.

With brand identity defined, the next step is deciding where to apply it. This is a focused decision, not a
permanent one.

Choosing Your Primary Platform

Choose one platform based on where your audience already spends time, where your message makes the
most sense, and where you can realistically show up consistently.

There is no best platform. There is only the best match for your current goal.

Realistic Expectations for Visibility

Early visibility looks like recognition, repeated questions, direct messages, and clarity around what you do.
Consistency matters more than volume.

Day Nine Core Prompt

Based on my brand identity, what is the one platform | will prioritize for the next 14 days, what type of
content best communicates my value there, and what action will | repeat consistently so people begin to
recognize me?

Meta Prompts for Visibility Reset

Platform Alignment: Does my current platform support my strengths and my audience behavior, or am |
forcing myself into a format that does not fit?

Recognition Check: If someone saw my last five posts, would they understand what | help with and who it is
for? What needs to be clarified or repeated?

Consistency Reset: What is one message or piece of content | can repeat or refine instead of creating
something new?

Day Nine sets the foundation for trust and consistency. Visibility with intention is how brands are built
before they ever scale.
