Implementation of the MidTown Tosa Master Plan has begun with the Common Council approval of a new 
Zoning Code for MidTown on August 6.  Zoning has been simplified and streamlined to include only 3 
designations: residential, transitional and mixed use.  Certain businesses such as drive through retail are now 
prohibited.  Several currently non-conforming uses have been modified.  Height restrictions follow current 
market conditions. The current character and feel of MidTown continues to be maintained. 
  
The 4th annual  MidTown Madness Festival, held on July 20, was a big success, despite some challenges with 
the weather.
