Terms and Conditions of entry 

Our roads, particularly our driveway are DRY WEATHER ACCESS ONLY. If rain is forecast, 

please discuss your travel needs prior to arrival. We may be flexible with dates.  

$200 tow out fee if you choose to ignore our warning 

There is to be strictly no access to farm animals or activities, without first attending our farm 

tour. 

There are to be no drones used at any time without permission.  

You are welcome to bring your pet along to enjoy our farm. However Dogs must always 

remain on leash. You must clean up all waste. No dogs at the communal campfire. 

No entry to sheds/buildings on the property. 

Do not enter any yards or animal enclosures, without permission. 

Children must be supervised by an adult.  

Do not drive private vehicles around the farm. This is to protect your vehicle and our 

environment. 

Speed limit is 10KM/ hr Please be aware of children on the farm. 

If you wish to participate in farm activities, do so at your own risk, you must work within your 

skill set and will be asked to stop if it is deemed unsafe. 

We pride ourselves on being a camping destination. Please use our property as an 

opportunity to connect with the land, other people and embrace our farm stay for what it is.

Your responsibility: 

Before departure, all food must be removed.  

All rubbish put in the appropriate rubbish bins provided, and crockery and cutlery washed 

and packed away.  

The Property must be left in a clean and tidy condition. If the cooking utensils and equipment 

has been utilized, please ensure they are thoroughly cleaned using the products provided.  

If it is left in an untidy manor a $50 cleaning fee will be charged. 

• All furniture and furnishings must be left in the position they were in when you arrived 

• The property should be vacated on time and secured. All windows and doors to be zipped 

closed. 

• Smoking is not permitted in the Property or within 5 meters of the outside of the buildings.
