Call for funding proposals

The Sri Lanka Society invites the submission of funding proposals that align with its core mission and that demonstrate meaningful and measurable impact. We are particularly interested in initiatives that provide essential support such as food, medical care, clothing, shelter, training, education and equipment.

We prioritise requests that focus on supporting the most vulnerable members of society, especially children, the elderly, individuals with physical or mental disabilities and those experiencing severe poverty or social marginalisation, including vulnerable women and children.

We also welcome projects aimed at improving community well-being through better health outcomes, enhanced educational opportunities for students in state schools and environmental initiatives that offer clear and tangible benefits. Requests for funding equipment for social development or contribute to broader development goals within local communities will also be considered.

Successful requests will demonstrate a clear and direct outcome from the funding provided, with a strong emphasis on long-term, sustainable benefits for those served. In line with the Society’s objectives, we are particularly interested in projects that not only deliver immediate results but also contribute to lasting positive change.

All submissions must clearly articulate the anticipated impact and how the proposed initiative aligns with the values and objectives of the Sri Lanka Society.

The Society does not prioritise funding items that do not have a direct benefit to those being served; examples include office equipment and recurrent items, staff salaries or shipping costs.  We do not part fund projects.
Successful applicants may be requested to allow visits from representatives of the Sri Lanka Society upon project completion.

Successful applicants will be expected to provide a brief description of the project for the Sri Lanka Society website with a short video.
