A Newcomer to Irish Road Racing will be issued with a Visitor’s Licence ‘R’, and to qualify must
be at least 18 years of age and have competed in ten separate Race Days at a minimum of three different
circuits during the previous two years and have an average race speed of at least 90% of the class
winner, (A Licence will not be issued, if this information is not provided with the application), and the
Licence will be restricted to one or more of the following Classes:

(a) Junior Support, (b) Senior Support, (c) Moto3/125cc, (d) LWSS400cc/250cc GP, (e) Classics,
(F) Supertwins on the approval of MCUI Road Race Commission.

Visitor’s Licence ‘A’ will be issued to Applicants who have been upgraded from Senior Support
or on the approval of MCUI Road Race Commission.
