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FRIENDSHIP EXCERPTS

... When the friendship between two friends is affirmed and strengthened by the friendship that both
have with Christ, the joy of being friends multiplies and the reality of this experience is enjoyed at a
deeper level, because friendship forged, founded and cultivated by the light of Christ and in the
warmth of its union with Him by Grace, it could be said is backed and, in a certain way, financed or
secured by Him. ...
