Our Foundation is firmly committed to assisting the riders and their families. Since December 2011, one of our annual projects, B.U.D.’S Foundation’s “Santa on the Bike Toy Run”, is a holiday toy drive to provide Christmas gifts to children in order to assist those parents who were injured (thru no fault of their own), children of fallen fatality rider(s) and those critically ill riders who passed within that calendar year and those community low income youth. The Foundation provides Christmas wish list boxes to each of these children in order to help them have gifts during the holiday season that the injured parent could not afford or in memory of those parents who are no longer here. This past 2018, over 40 children in the communities of Edgecombe County, Wilson County, Wake County, Wayne County, and Myrtle Beach SC each received a box of their Wish List items or a monetary donation in memory of their fallen parent or on behalf of a parent recovering from serious injuries related to a non-fault accident.


In giving back to the community, our foundation also links positive mentoring to these children through other community events. B.U.D.’S has aided in providing afterschool mentoring to feeding low-income, disadvantaged children in many NC and surrounding communities. The foundation also strives to provide a positive environment for school age children.  Since our inception, B.U.D.’S Foundation has also partnered with motorcyclists from all over to assist in various projects such as the Eastern North Carolina School for the Deaf “Adopt -A-Room” Renovation project, Wilson NC Lane Street Park Community Yearly Easter Extravaganzas, and community Back to School supply giveaways in addition to the Foundation’s busy schedule to carry out its mission. B.U.D.’S Foundation also urges rider to sign up for motorcycle safety courses with NC Bike Safe and utilizes NC Bike Safe in our annual Safety Awareness Kick Off Events such as the annual B.U.D.’S Foundation Fallen Riders Fundraiser Weekend to be held in September this year.
