
After we notified Liscott of the defects in the home, they still wanted another $100K.

This is an email exchange between myself and Liscott. My responses are in Red. This conversation took place right after we found out the home had sunken 2" down the center line. Notice that Liscott claims that the modules were installed properly when, during court testimony, they knew the modules weren't installed properly months earlier. Liscott also attempts to pass blame to the builder of the modules.
