The year was 1989. I was sitting in a common area at Mid-America Christian College (now Univer-

sity) watching a video of a popular “black minister”. At a point during the message, after he made a great 

insight, a friend of mine sitting there (from a more vocal church) said, “Shut up, Pastor!” I turned with the 

widest eyes I have ever had and thought about two things. One was simply, he can’t hear you. It’s a video. 

And two, he made a great point so why shut up?! She explained to me that in her culture and church, saying 

“shut up, pastor” is a compliment to keep going. It was a different way of saying, “Amen!” Feeling very na-

ïve for a twenty-year-old, I apologized, through their laughter, and practiced saying it with them. Apparent-

ly to tell a great pastor to keep on is to say “shut up.” 

I just returned to work after hearing a great message. It was a LOOOOONG message. So long that 

there were breaks. But it was a sermon and not multiple sermons. How long? About 144 hours. Or six days. 

How did it start? Watching beautiful stars just go on and on forever over the ocean at night. The im-

mense galaxy helped me to better understand, as best I can, the enormity of God and the minute size of me 

(no matter what the scale says).  

The middle of the sermon was the overwhelming beauty of a dormant volcano stretching high into 

the sky under both sun and rain as an unconquerable giant on the horizon. Mountains gathering areas of the 

island into their unique identities; united with others yet with their own characteristics. A never-ending 

ocean roaring as its waves came in and crashed against the shores, both rocks and beach. Palm trees dancing 

in time to a tune only heaven could perform as they moved back and forth in the wind.  

The third point was a family of dolphins swimming next to us with grace only they could have. A 

monk seal by the shore, occasionally bobbing his head out of the water with as much curiosity for us as we 

have for him. Sea turtles appearing to surf under the water going from reef to reef. Schools of fish moving 

as one like they won the gold medal in synchronized swimming at the Olympics. And chickens…

everywhere. 

I know you get it by now, but I was listening to a sermon spoken from God Himself. Everything I 

saw declared the might, beauty, and glory of God. Michelle and I just kept repeating, “Thank you, God!” 

Everywhere! You couldn’t look away! It was the GREATEST SERMON I HAVE EVER SEEN!! And it 

was in real life and not on video. 

All I can say is…
