Arial or Times New Roman Font.

6. Applicants must submit two non-relative references. (References should be on official organization, church,
business or school letterhead. Examples of possible reference include: school teachers, church leaders,
community leaders, employers, supervisors, etc.)

7. Please list your outside activities which show your involvement in civic community activities over the past two-
three years, as well as the number of documented community service hours (a minimum of 150 hours required).
