5. Applicant must submit a minimum 500-word essay stating how and why he/she chose
their field of study, and how this scholarship would benefit them in their pursuit of higher
education. Please incorporate your experiences, your goals, and aspirations into the
essay. ALL ESSAYS SHOULD BE TYPED, DOUBLE SPACED, and USE A 12 POINT
Arial or Times New Roman Font.

6. Applicants must submit one non-relative reference. Reference should be made on
letter head of official organizations. Examples are schoolteachers, church leaders,
community leaders, employers, supervisors, etc.

7. Please list your outside activities which show your involvement in civic community
activities over the past two-three years, which may include work experience during your
high school years, as well as the number of documented community service hours (a
minimum of 100 hours required).
