OLD GLORY

Where did the nickname "Old Glory" come 
from?
The flag’s association with the name “Old Glory” is 
credited to Captain William Driver, a sea captain 
from Massachusetts. According to the story, Captain 
Driver, who was a staunch Unionist during the 
American Civil War, received a 24-star flag as a gift 
from his mother in 1824. He affectionately named 
the flag “Old Glory” and flew it from his ship.
During the Civil War, Driver hid the flag to protect 
it from Confederate forces. When Captain Driver 
returned from the sea, he proudly displayed Old 
Glory on patriotic days outside his home in Nashville. 
After the war, he carried Old Glory to the Tennessee 
state capitol building where 
it flew for years and gained 
recognition.
Through the efforts of 
Captain Driver, the term Old 
Glory became synonymous 
with the American flag. 
Today, the nickname “Old 
Glory” is sometimes used 
to refer to the flag as a 
symbol of national pride and 
heritage.
