Don has made a short video @ ACS request on the method he uses to variegate
Camellias. This “Tie-In” method usually has successful results in one year, rather than
grafting, which takes 3 years or so.

Camellia Culture by Don Lesmeister

Well, here we go starting another Camellia flowering year. Let us hope & pray that we have
our regular Camellia Shows. There are a few things we MUST do now in order to have
“Show” quality blooms.

First, we need to apply a winter fertilizer. | currently prefer to use a solid /non-nitrogen
fertilizer, like 0-10-10. Apply it now and maybe another one or two times prior to blooming
time. The solid fertilizer breaks down gradually and gets to the plant roots a little slower than
the liquid fertilizer. It spreads out the feeding over a period of weeks rather than in one
feeding like a liquid fertilizer.

Next, prune out all branches that prevent the flower buds from fully opening.

Lastly, disbudding. Leave only one terminal bud on each limb. This is an on-going
project. Many Japonica and Hybrid Camellias will reset buds so you may have to go back
and redo this process several times over the next few months on some varieties. | usually
remove all buds on the balance of the stem, except for miniature blooms. You can leave
one or two buds down the stem without affecting the flower size on many miniature

plants. This can give you some additional blooms. Many Hybrid plants set buds down the
stem, but should be removed to obtain Show quality blooms. Try to remove the upper buds
of a cluster on terminals, so the bloom will face downward and not get wind/rain, etc.
damage. Both Japonica and Hybrid varieties have more pliable stems, so periodically | try
to leave the larger of two buds, if possible, to obtain a larger flower and bend the brand
downward and fasten to the container /leaf/branch etc. with clothes pins to get the bloom to
open without wind/rain, etc. damage. Some Reticulata are more sensitive to the cold
weather. On these plants, | usually do not disbud until later in the year, after the cold spells
are over. Well, that should do it for now...The Culture Guy... Don L.
