CAMELLIA CULTURE CORNER~ JIM TOLAND

The bloom season begins in the fall and continues through the winter
and on into spring. Weather influences the bloom and the culturist
needs to track the blooms carefully. It all starts with your irrigation
schedule. This is a year when it can get too dry quickly. Yes; too wet
and too dry! This is one of those years when you must be very care-
ful. Generally, the bloom bud thinning is a key item. Secure leaves
and twigs away from the buds. Keep your supply of clothespins to a
reasonable level for this purpose — don’t run out.

Be vigilant about picking up fallen blooms. They can carry and spread
camellia petal blight. Petal blight is caused by a fungus (Ciborinia ca-
melliae Kohn). This fungus affects camellia flowers and causes them
to show brown spots. These brown spots enlarge as the weather
warms. The best way to control this fungus in your garden is to pick up
fallen flowers immediately and do not put them into your compost pile
or into the green waste bin for municipal pick up and transport to com-
munity composting sites. Throw them directly into the garbage.

Experts have more time to identify the flowers than during our show. Now is
the time to start spreading the word about our upcoming show. Bring a friend
to the meeting and share a fun evening learning more about camellias.
