According to the  de-
cree, Pope Leo has established that from
Jan. 10, 2026 until Jan. 10, 2027, a special

conditions  (sacramental  confession,
Eucharistic ~ communion and prayer for
the intentions of the Holy Father), which
can also be applied in the form of suffrage
for the souls in Purgatory.”
