The Baptism of the Lord

THIS IS MY BELOVED SON

This Sunday’s celebration of the Baptism of the
Lord closes the Christmas season. In the scriptures we
see one more epiphany, or manifestation, of the Spirit
of God in Jesus—but this time it is as an adult, rather
than as a child. Jesus’ baptism also serves as the
inauguration of his prophetic mission and the messianic
age.

Today’s reading from Isaiah describes God’s
chosen Messiah, upon whom God’s spirit rests. In the
Acts of the Apostles Peter says that “God anointed
Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and
power” (Acts 10:38). Finally, in the proclamation from
Matthew’s Gospel Jesus’ baptism in water goes almost
unnoticed. The crucial moment comes when the Spirit
of God comes upon Jesus and a voice from heaven
echoes the words of Isaiah: “This is my beloved Son,

with whom I am well pleased” (Matthew 3:17).

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Valentine’s cards have appeared at the shopping mall, but in
the Church it is still Christmas. Today’s feast spun off from
Epiphany. Originally, a blessing of holy water was an
important feature of the Epiphany feast, and in the Greek
Church, this was a day for leaping into the sea in grateful
recollection of baptism. The gratitude may not be quite as
profound among the Orthodox Christians who have to chop
holes in the ice to plunge into the waters!

Still, there are few better days to celebrate a baptism, and to
plunge our hands into the waters of the font. Jesus found the
waters of the Jordan irresistible because of what had been
done in those waters: people had confessed their sins, and
had acknowledged their need to be forgiven and healed.
Today, we are the people in the water, and Christ comes to
be with us. You won’t have to chop a hole in the ice to
celebrate your baptism. A beautiful bowl of water on the
table tonight, a toast with sparkling water at dinner, or even
a leap into the shower with a sign of the cross and a prayer

of thanksgiving will suffice!
