FALSE PROPHETS, TRUE PROPHETS

In Deuteronomy today we hear that God’s very
words will fill the mouth of a true prophet, but a false
prophet will, in a manner of speaking, put mere mortal
words into God’s mouth. In Mark’s Gospel, we see
Jesus teaching and healing as a true prophet, one filled
with the authority of God’s own voice, the Holy One of
God.

The whole history of our church is filled with both
true and false prophets. But in today’s Gospel we learn
that Jesus’ fame spread because he taught with authority;
he wasn’t an authority because he was popular or
famous. We also learn from him, in his desert temptation
confrontations with Satan, that anyone can quote
scripture, even against God’s purposes. And today we
hear that his authority was not like that of the scribes,
who held the official positions of religious authority in
his day. Our work is to do our best to discern the true
prophets in our midst, and to be true prophets as well.
The psalmist tells us how to do this: by not hardening
our hearts when God speaks. If we truly listen to God, it

will be God’s very words filling our mouths.

Message of his Holiness Pope Francis
for the XXIX World Day of the Sick 2021
[excerpts]

The celebration of the XXIX World Day of the Sick on 11
February 2021, the liturgical memorial of the Blessed Virgin
Mary of Lourdes, is an opportunity to devote special
attention to the sick and to those who provide them with
assistance and care both in healthcare institutions and within
families and communities.

The theme of this Day is drawn from the Gospel passage in
which Jesus criticizes the hypocrisy of those who fail to
practice what they preach (cf. Mt 23:1-12): “You have but
one teacher and you are all brothers”.

The commandment of love that Jesus left to his disciples is
also kept in our relationship with the sick. A society is all
the more human to the degree that it cares effectively for its
most frail and suffering members, in a spirit of fraternal
love. Let us strive to achieve this goal, so that no one will
feel alone, excluded or abandoned.

To Mary, Mother of Mercy and Health of the Infirm, I
entrust the sick, healthcare workers and all those who
generously assist our suffering brothers and sisters. From the
Grotto of Lourdes and her many other shrines throughout the
world, may she sustain our faith and hope, and help us care
for one another with fraternal love.

Saints of the Week

Wednesday, February 3rd: (1) Saint Blaise, Bishop,
Martyr; believed martyred in the persecution of Licinius,
early 4th century; bishop of Sebaste in Armenia;

by the Eastern Church.

(2)Saint Ansgar, Bishop; died 865 at Bremen; missionary
to Denmark and Sweden; bishop of Hamburg; great
preacher and administrator; known as the “Apostle of the
North”; patron of Denmark, Germany, and Iceland.
Friday, Feb. Sth: Saint Agatha, Virgin, Martyr; died at
age 20 probably under Decius (c. 251) in Sicily;
patroness of Palermo and Catania; invoked for protection
against volcanic eruptions and fires.

Saturday, Feb. 6th: Saint Paul Miki and Companions,
Martyrs; Jesuit scholastic, and his twenty-five
companions, including two other Jesuits, six Franciscans,
fifteen tertiaries, and two laymen, were crucified by order
of the ruler Hideyoshi 5 Feb. 1597 at Nagasaki, Japan;
among them the Mexican, Felipe de Jesus, first martyr
from the Americas to be beatified; protomartyrs of the
Far East.
