Our readings today ponder two powerful truths:

He is 60 years old (four days after his visit to our
parish he will turn 61). He was born in Pasto, Colombia.
In college he earned degrees in Philosophy, Theology and
Cannon (Church) Law. As a lay person he worked as a
professor for 11 years. In the early 1990’°s he moved to
Atlanta and was ordained to the Priesthood on November
27th, 1993 (he will celebrate his 26th anniversary of
priestly ordination three days after visiting our parish). He
was ordained to the Episcopacy (made a Bishop, the
Auxiliary Bishop of Atlanta) on September 29th, 2009. He
was installed as the sixth Bishop of the Diocese of Raleigh
on August 29th, 2017.

The Bishop is a very important person in a Catholic
Diocese. He is our spiritual shepherd and through him the
entire flock is connected to our Lord. Bishops are the
successors of the Apostles.

Saints of the Week

Monday, Nov. 4th: Saint Charles Borromeo, BlShOp

- died 3 Nov. 1584 at age forty-six; cardinal
ail and secretary of state at age twenty-two
il for his uncle, Pope Pius IV; implemented
reforms of Trent in his diocese of Milan;
founder of seminaries; considered a
model pastor by many bishops; patron of
catechists and of catechumens.

Saturday, Nov. 9th: The Dedication of the Lateran
Basilica; today marks the anniversary of the dedication
of the cathedral church of Rome, on land owned by the
Laterani family, by Pope St. Sylvester I (31 Dec.), 9
Nov. 324; honored as the Episcopal seat of the pope as
bishop of Rome; according to an inscription which Pope
Clement XII (reigned 1730-1740) placed on the facade,
this basilica is the “mother and head of all churches of
Rome and the world”; residence of the popes from the
4th century until their moving to Avignon (1309); site of
five ecumenical councils; Pope Innocent X
commissioned the present structure in 1646; beneath its
high altar rests the remains of the small wooden table on
which, according to tradition, St. Peter celebrated Mass;
dedicated to the Savior, later to St. John the Baptist.
