WE ARE GOD’S HOLY FAMILY

The scriptures of Israel are filled with many stories
of barren couples who were miraculously granted the
gift of children by God. Surely the best known among
these is the first reading from today, from which Luke
took inspiration when he recounted the miraculous birth
of John the Baptist to Zechariah and Elizabeth, and the
more miraculous birth of Jesus to Mary and Joseph. In
each instance, we are given examples or role models of
those who trusted in God. More than examples of those
who trust, they are models of self-surrender. They
abandoned their own presuppositions and prejudices
about the workings of the world and turned their lives
over to believe in a God who can make life grow where
none ought to; a God who can turn death around into a
new and unimagined life; a God who can, today, take a
tiny child of humble parents in an insignificant town and
make him into a light for all the world. This is what we,
as God’s holy family, are called to do each day: to trust
not in ourselves and the way we think things should be,
but to open ourselves and surrender ourselves in faith to

a God of endless promise.

Every day, for over forty years, following Lauds [Morning
Prayer] I have recited a prayer to Saint Joseph taken from a
nineteenth-century French prayer book of the Congregation
of the Sisters of Jesus and Mary. It expresses devotion and
trust, and even poses a certain challenge to Saint Joseph:

“Glorious Patriarch Saint Joseph, whose power makes the
impossible possible, come to my aid in these times of
anguish and difficulty. Take under your protection the
serious and troubling situations that I commend to you, that
they may have a happy outcome. My beloved father, all my
trust is in you. Let it not be said that I invoked you in vain,
and since you can do everything with Jesus and Mary, show
me that your goodness is as great as your power. Amen.”
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January 1st: The Solemnity of Mary, Mother

of God
In the encyclical Marialis Cultus (1974) Pope Paul VI states:
“This celebration, assigned to January 1 in conformity with
the ancient liturgy of the city of Rome, is meant to
commemorate the part played by Mary in this mystery of
salvation. It is meant also to exalt the singular dignity which
this mystery brings to the ‘holy Mother... through whom we
were found worthy... to receive the Author of life.” It is
likewise a fitting occasion for renewed adoration of the
newborn Prince of Peace, for listening once more to the glad
tidings of the angels, and for imploring from God, through
the Queen of Peace, the supreme gift of peace. For this
reason... we have instituted the World Day of Peace, an
observance that is gaining increasing support and is already
bringing forth fruits of peace in the hearts of many” (no. 5).

Saints of the Week

Monday, Dec. 28th: The Holy Innocents, Martyrs; the
massacre of the Innocents bears witness to the blood of
Jesus which cleanses us from sin and frees us from death.

Tuesday, Dec. 29th: Saint Thomas Becket, Bishop,
Martyr; died 29 Dec. 1170 at age 52, killed by order of
Henry II; eight years chancellor of England; as
archbishop of Canterbury defended the freedoms and
rights of the Church; canonized only three years after his
death; considered the most famous martyr of the Middle
Ages.

Thursday, Dec. 31st: Saint Sylvester [, Pope; died 335 at
age 50; as bishop of Rome (314-335), organized public
worship and dedicated the Lateran basilica; represented at
the Council of Nicea which condemned Arianism; one of
the first non-martyrs venerated as a saint.

Saturday, Jan. 2nd: Saints Basil the Great and Gregory
Nazianzen, Bishops, Doctors of the Church. Basil died 1
Jan. 379; hermit who became bishop of Caesarea in
Cappadocia; noted for his learning; foe of Arianism;
wrote a rule on monasticism; source of Eucharistic Prayer
V.

Gregory Nazianzen died 25 Jan 389; Patriarch of
Constantinople; noted for his knowledge of sacred
Scripture; called theologus for his outstanding teaching
abilities and eloquence. St. Basil the Great, St. Gregory
Nazianzen, St. Athanasius (2 May), and St. John
Chrysostom (13 Sept.), are considered the four great
doctors of the Eastern Church.
