FOOLISHNESS

Sometimes the idea of repentance seems old-
fashioned, naive, even foolish. But if you’re looking for
real foolishness, you’ll find it in today’s readings.

We begin with Leviticus and the admonition,
“Take no revenge and cherish no grudge” (Leviticus
19:18). We’ve heard that message before, of course, so
we might forget how far it is from the so-called
“practical realities of life.” Saint Paul warns us about
being practical, though. Whoever considers oneself
wise had better “become a fool,” because “the wisdom
of this world is foolishness in the eyes of God” (1
Corinthians 3:18, 19).

This “foolishness” continues in the Gospel: “Offer
no resistance to one who is evil” (Matthew 5:39). In
fact, offer the other cheek when you’ve been slapped.
Hand over your coat as well as your shirt. Be like God,
who sends sunshine and rain on the bad as well as the
good. “So be perfect,” says Jesus, “just as your

heavenly Father is perfect” (5:48).

Ash Wednesday Schedule

Mass (English) with imposition of ashes will be on
February 26th at 12:00 pm. Imposition of ashes alone (no
Mass) at 6:30 pm (service both in English and Spanish).

Norms for Fasting and Abstinence

Ash Wednesday, February 26th, and Good Friday, April
10th, are days of fasting and abstinence. Fridays of Lent
are also days of abstinence. Fasting is to be observed by
all 18 years of age and older, who have not yet celebrated
their 59th birthday. On a fast day one full meal is allowed.
Two other meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be
taken according to each one’s needs, but together they
should not equal another full meal. Eating between meals
is not permitted, but liquids, including milk and juices, are
allowed. Abstinence is observed by all 14 years of age
and older. On days of abstinence, no meat is allowed.
Note that when health or ability to work would be
seriously affected, Church law does not oblige. When in
doubt concerning fast and abstinence, the Parish Priest
should be consulted.

Normas para el Ayuno y la Abstinencia

El miércoles de ceniza, 26 de febrero, y el viernes santo, 10
de abril, son dias de ayuno y abstinencia. Los viernes de
Cuaresma también son dias de abstinencia. El ayuno debe
ser observado por todos los mayores de 18 afios, que atin no
han celebrado su 59 cumpleafios. En un dia rapido se
permite una comida completa. Se pueden tomar otras dos
comidas, suficientes para mantener la fuerza, de acuerdo con
las necesidades de cada uno, pero juntas no deberian
equivaler a otra comida completa. No se permite comer
entre comidas, pero se permiten liquidos, como leche y
jugos. La abstinencia se observa en todos los 14 afios de
edad y mayores. En los dias de abstinencia, no se permite
carne. Tenga en cuenta que cuando la salud o la capacidad
de trabajar se verian seriamente afectadas, la ley de la Iglesia
no obliga. En caso de duda sobre el ayuno y la abstinencia,
se debe consultar al parroco.
