HISTORY OF SALVATION

The first reading today continues the “history of
salvation” narrative that we hear throughout Lent this
year. Today’s story was among the best-loved in the
Jewish tradition (surely Joseph told the story to young
Jesus as he formed him in the ways of their faith); the
early fathers of the Church were very fond of it as a
means of explaining the sacrifice of Christ on the cross.
The overall tone of the first reading, psalm, and second
reading seems a little incongruous with the dazzling
Gospel, until we remember that the Transfiguration was
placed as the Gospel for this Sunday precisely to
remind us of the glory that awaits those who live
faithfully and obediently to the will of God. In the life
of Jesus, it is a preview of the glory of his resurrection;
for us it is a glimpse of the destiny of those who
continue, as we heard in last week’s Gospel, to repent

and believe in the Good News.

March 2021 Pope Francis Apostolic Journey
to Iraq (Vatican News)

Pope Francis is scheduled to make the first-ever Apostolic
Visit to Iraq from March 5™ to March 8. He is expected to
visit Baghdad and four other towns: the plain of Ur, the city
of Erbil, as well as Mosul and Qaraqosh on the Nineveh
plain.

Iraq is a sacred country. It was inhabited by prophets, the
oldest of whom was Abraham, who headed from the
Chaldean Ur to the Holy land, where the era of prophecy
began in the old times. Iraq is the country of Prophet Jonah
who lived in Nineveh and called for repentance and
permanent return to God. It is also the country in which the
people were exiled in the Old Testament during a merciless
trip called "exile" to Babylon.

Pope Francis goes to Iraq at a time when his predecessors
were unable to do so due to the complexities of the pressing
conditions that prevailed recently, including wars, sectarian
violence, terrorist attacks, and the complexities of the
political affairs in that country.

In the first place, the Pope goes to the country of
Mesopotamia as a pilgrim. Pope Francis also goes to Iraq to
encourage the Christian community in that country which
has withstood political “turbulences” that took place
including foreign wars or in-fighting. In addition, Pope
Francis goes to Iraq to promote dialogue and common

living between all the religious components. We pray to God
that the Pope’s upcoming visit to Iraq will be successful and
fruitful.

Abstinence is
observed by all 14 years of age and older. On days of
abstinence, no meat is allowed (Chicken included). Note
that when health or ability to work would be seriously
affected, Church law does not oblige. When in doubt
concerning fast and abstinence, the Parish Priest should be
consulted.
