Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

GOD’S CALL 

The person who has been “saved,” who has “heard the 

good news of salvation,” still lives in an unsaved world, a 

world sadly oblivious to the presence of God. Today’s 

readings outline how the disciple is present in the world. 
 

The outline begins with Isaiah: “Share your bread ... 

shelter the oppressed . . . clothe the naked” (Isaiah 58:7). 

Those who hear the word of salvation are not 

insensitive to the urgent needs of others. Then Paul 

reminds his flock that he brought Christ to them not in 

eloquence or wisdom, but by being with them in the 

“weakness and fear” of their daily lives (1 Corinthians 

2:3). Finally, Jesus tells his disciples to go out into the 

gloom and darkness of the streets of the world and let 

God’s light shine through their good deeds. 
 

We disciples don’t save the world. To the extent, 

however, that we have heard the word of God and been 

awakened to God’s presence, we may spread that word 

and bring that presence to others. 
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TODAY’S READINGS 

First Reading — If you share your food with the 

hungry, provide housing for the homeless, then light 

shall break forth upon you (Isaiah 58:7-10). 

Psalm — The just man is a light in the darkness to the 

upright (Psalm 112). 

Second Reading — My message to you, says Paul, was 

the proclamation of Christ crucified (1 Corinthians 2:1-5). 

Gospel — You are the salt of the earth, the light of the 

world. In your good deeds your light shines before 

others, leading them to glorify God (Matthew 5:13-16).

Young people need to learn about the sanctity of marriage 

so that hey may approach it with a clear understanding of 

the sacrament.

Monday, Feb. 10th: Saint Scholastica, Virgin; died 543 
at age 63 at Monte Cassino; twin sister 
of St. Benedict; “She could do more 
because she loved more” (Gregory the 
Great, The Dialogues); eventually 
interred in the same grave with her 
brother; invoked against storms;

Quinto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario 

LECTURAS DE HOY  
 

Primera lectura — Cuando compartas tu pan con el 
hambriento, y sacies la necesidad del humillado, 
entonces brillará tu luz en las tinieblas (Isaías 58:7-10). 
Salmo — El justo brilla como luz en las tinieblas  
(Salmo 112 [111]). 
Segunda lectura — He anunciado a ustedes el misterio 
de Cristo crucificado, a fin de que la fe de ustedes 
dependa del poder de Dios (1 Corintios 2:1-5). 
Evangelio — Que su luz brille ante los hombres, para 
que viendo sus buenas obras, den gloria a su Padre, que 
está en los cielos (Mateo 5:13-16). 

EL LLAMADO DE DIOS 

La persona que ha sido “salvada” y que ha “oído la 
buena noticia de salvación” sigue viviendo en un 
mundo que no ha sido salvado, un mundo tristemente 
inconsciente de la presencia de Dios. Las lecturas de 
hoy bosquejan cómo el discípulo se hace presente al 
mundo. 
 

Ese perfil se inicia con Isaías: “Comparte tu pan con el 
hambriento. . . abre tu casa al pobre sin techo. . . viste 
al desnudo” (Isaías 58:7). Los que escuchan la palabra 
de salvación no son insensibles a las urgentes 
necesidades de los demás. Pablo le recuerda a su 
rebaño que él le trajo a Cristo no con elocuencia o 
sabiduría, sino que permaneció con ellos “débil y 
temblando de miedo” en medio de su trabajo diario (1 
Corintios 2:3). Finalmente, Jesús dice a sus discípulos 
que vayan a la desesperanza y oscuridad de las calles 
del mundo y dejen que la luz de Dios brille a través de 
sus obras buenas. 
 

Los discípulos no salvan el mundo. Sin embargo, si 
nosotros hemos escuchado la Palabra de Dios y hemos 
empezado a discernir su presencia, podemos proclamar 
esa Palabra y traer esa presencia a los demás.
