Divine Mercy Sunday

DOUBT

The desire to be able to prove the existence of a
divinity has troubled humanity since human
consciousness first became aware of the divine. To this
very day we are fond of saying that any number of
things—from sunsets to hot fudge sundaes—are “proof
that there is a God.” We get so caught up in the story of
“doubting Thomas” that we fail to notice that today’s
Gospel gives us John’s account of Pentecost, the
bestowing of the Holy Spirit upon the disciples
following the Resurrection. Thomas, evidently, missed
out not only on seeing the Risen Christ, but receiving
the Holy Spirit as well. This is not to be taken lightly
and, perhaps, makes Thomas’ disbelief a bit easier to
comprehend. It also makes his professing that Jesus is
his Lord and God—the only time the New Testament
explicitly refers to Jesus Christ as “God”—more

remarkable.

This Sunday the Church celebrates
Divine Mercy. The Latin word for
mercy is the combination of two
words, compassion and heart. Mercy is thus the feeling of
compassion for another person. In God's case, his mercy
means the compassion that God has had for humanity and
the world.

From the moment original sin occurred, God showed his
mercy by promising that a descendant of the woman would
crush the head of the serpent (Genesis 3:15).

The culmination of God's merciful plan occurred in the
Passion and Death of the Lord. For this reason, the Feast of
Divine Mercy is celebrated on this second Sunday of Easter.

We experience God's mercy on a personal level on the day
of our Baptism. After Baptism, each time we receive a
sacrament we renew that divine mercy again, especially in
the sacraments of Reconciliation and the Eucharist.

Divine Mercy Sunday

Mankind’s need for the message of Divine Mercy took on
dire urgency in the 20th Century, when civilization began to
experience an “eclipse of the sense of God” and, therefore to
lose the understanding of the sanctity and inherent dignity of
human life. In the 1930s, Jesus chose a humble Polish nun,
St. Maria Faustina Kowalska, to receive private revelations
concerning Divine Mercy that were recorded in her Diary.
St. Faustina’s Diary records 14 occasions when Jesus
requested that a Feast of Mercy (Divine Mercy Sunday) be
observed. On May 5, 2000, five days after the canonization
of St. Faustina, the Vatican decreed that the Second Sunday
of Easter would henceforth be known as Divine Mercy
Sunday.

Jesus appeared to St. Faustina in a vision, with his right hand
raised in a blessing and his left touching his garment above
his heart. Red and white rays emanate from his heart,
symbolizing the blood and water that was poured out for our
salvation and our sanctification. The Lord requested that
“Jesus, I trust in You” be inscribed under his image. Jesus
asked that his image be painted and venerated throughout
the world: “I promise that the soul that will venerate this
image will not perish” (Diary, no. 48) and “By means of this
image I will grant many graces to souls” (Diary, no. 742).

Saints of the Week

Tuesday April 13th: Saint Martin I, Pope, Martyr; died
‘ 656 at age 56; as a deacon, served at
the imperial court in Constantinople;
combated emperor Constans II (reigned
641-668) over Monothelite belief that
Jesus had only a divine will and so was
not truly human; as pope, forced Rome
' to Constantinople where he was tried
| for treason; later exiled to Crimea

LT where he died of starvation and ill-
treatment; last pope to be martyred.

Friday April 16th: Saint Bernadette Soubirous, died
1879 at age 35; As a child in a poor French family in the
Hautes-Pyrenees town of Lourdes, Bernadette suffered
both asthma and cholera. Uneducated, she had not made
her first Communion by 1858, the year she experienced
18 visions of a beautiful lady calling herself the
Immaculate Conception and calling for penance and
pilgrimage. Bernadette was unchanged by this
extraordinary experience, and in 1866 became a member
of the Sisters of Charity, taking the name Maria-
Bernarda. Chronically ill after 1875 with worsening
asthma and tuberculosis of the bones, she died at age 35.
When she was canonized in 1933, it was not for being the
Lourdes visionary, but for her simple life of prayer,
devotion and obedience.

Domingo de la Divina Misericordia

La necesidad de la humanidad del mensaje de la Divina
Misericordia adquirié una extrema urgencia en el siglo XX,
cuando la civilizacién comenzo a experimentar un "eclipse
del sentido de Dios" y, por lo tanto, a perder la comprension
de la santidad y la dignidad inherente a la vida humana. En
la década de 1930, Jesus eligi6é a una humilde monja polaca,
Santa Maria Faustina Kowalska, para recibir revelaciones
privadas sobre la Divina Misericordia que se registraron en
su Diario. El Diario de Santa Faustina registra 14 ocasiones
en las que Jesus pidid que se observara una Fiesta de la
Misericordia (Domingo de la Divina Misericordia). EI 5 de
mayo de 2000, cinco dias después de la canonizacion de
Santa Faustina, el Vaticano decreté que el Segundo
Domingo de Pascua en adelante se conoceria como
Domingo de la Divina Misericordia.

Jesus se aparecid a Santa Faustina en una vision, con su
mano derecha levantada en una bendicion y su mano
izquierda tocando su manto por encima de su corazon.
Rayos rojos y blancos emanan de su corazon, simbolizando
la sangre y el agua que fue derramada para nuestra salvacion
y santificacion. El Sefior pidio que bajo su imagen se
inscribiera “Jesus, en ti confio”. Jesus pidié que su imagen
sea pintada y venerada en todo el mundo: “Prometo que el
alma que venere esta imagen no perecerd” (Diario, no. 48) y
“Por medio de esta imagen concederé muchas gracias a las
almas”. (Diario, no. 742).

Golgotha
Since the second century, Christians have traditionally
venerated a small hill on the western side of Jerusalem
as the site of the crucifixion. The site was probably an
old limestone quarry, in which stood a hump of rock
shaped like a skull. From the Roman point of view, the
site was ideal because its location near a main road
made crucifixions into a gruesome public display and
frightening deterrent. Executions normally took place
outside the city walls (see Lev 24:14; Num 15:35), and
in Jesus’ time the site was outside the walls, though the
walls were later expanded to include it. Another name
for the hill of crucifixion, Calvary, comes from the Latin
word for skull in the Vulgate translation of Mark 15:22.

Golgota

Desde el siglo II, los cristianos tradicionalmente han
venerado una pequefia colina en el lado occidental de
Jerusalén como el lugar de la crucifixion. El sitio era
probablemente una antigua cantera de piedra caliza, en
la que se encontraba una joroba de roca con forma de
calavera. Desde el punto de vista romano, el sitio era
ideal porque su ubicacion cerca de una carretera
principal convertia las crucifixiones en una exhibicion
publica espantosa y una disuasion aterradora. Las
gjecuciones normalmente se llevaban a cabo fuera de las
murallas de la ciudad (véanse Levitico 24:14; Num.
15:35), y en la época de Jesus el sitio estaba fuera de las
murallas, aunque las murallas se ampliaron mas tarde
para incluirlo. Otro nombre para la colina de la
crucifixion, Calvario, proviene de la palabra latina para
craneo en la traduccion de la Vulgata de Marcos 15:22.
