HOSANNA!

“Hosanna to the Son of David; blessed is he who comes
in the name of the Lord; hosanna in the

highest” (Matthew 21:9). With these words the Church
enters the holiest of weeks, commemorating the
passion, death, and resurrection of Christ. When the
people of Jerusalem cried out with their “hosannas,”
they were using an ancient Hebrew shout of
acclamation that meant “Pray, save us.” The king to
whom they were shouting eventually would save them,
but in a way that would be far from what they expected.
Salvation would come from the wood of the cross as
Jesus hung there to bring freedom from sin and life
through death, opening the gates of heaven for all who

put their faith and trust in him.

P QSTOIr DuetoCOVID-19 this year Easter is
very different. Liturgical celebrations

are going to take place in most
churches around the world as usual,
but in many parts parishioners are not going to be able to
participate in person.

The Vatican has offered several suggestions regarding the
celebration of Holy Week. First of all, the Vatican says that
the date of Easter cannot be transferred to another time in the
year. The Easter Triduum is part of a greater time that has
already started with Lent and will end 50 days after Easter at
Pentecost.

Regarding places where there are restrictions due to the
pandemic, the Vatican recommends that the liturgical
mysteries of the Easter Triduum be celebrated in the churches
without the physical participation of the people. People
should be informed of the times of the celebrations so that
they can prayerfully unite themselves in their homes. Live
streaming of these celebrations through social media can be
helpful.

In any case, Easter is still the most important week of the
liturgical year. I invite you to celebrate it to the extent that
our condition allows us to. Details on how the celebration of
services in the parish is to take place will be released through
emails and texts.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Although the procession with palms has an unforgettable grip
on our imagination, the real emphasis of this day’s liturgy is
contained in its name: Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord.
Since 1955, the old custom of a blessing of palms with
procession of the people has marked the entry of the Church
into a time so rich that it is called “Holy Week.” The center of
today’s liturgy, however, is the solemn reading of the Passion,
this year taken from Mark’s Gospel. Our community is to be
transformed by its celebration of Easter, and so this week
everything is made new. Soon, the bishop will celebrate the
“Chrism Mass” when the holy oils for the sacraments will be
completely replenished and blessed, and transported from the
cathedral to every parish. Easter is the first Sunday after the
first full moon of springtime. Be on the lookout later this week
for this “paschal” moon, rising in the east at the precise
moment the sun sets in the west. Imagine: a day when there is
not a single moment when the earth is not bathed in light from
the heavens. We are on the threshold of the three great days
(Triduum): Friday, Saturday, and Sunday, beginning at sunset
on Thursday when the parish gathers in response to the Lord’s

command: “Do this in memory of me.”

Norms for Fasting and Abstinence

Ash Wednesday, February 26th, and Good Friday, April
10th, are days of fasting and abstinence. Fridays of Lent
are also days of abstinence. Fasting is to be observed by
all 18 years of age and older, who have not yet celebrated

their 59th birthday. On a fast day one full meal is allowed.

Two other meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be
taken according to each one’s needs, but together they
should not equal another full meal. Eating between meals
is not permitted, but liquids, including milk and juices, are
allowed. Abstinence is observed by all 14 years of age
and older. On days of abstinence, no meat is allowed.
Note that when health or ability to work would be
seriously affected, Church law does not oblige. When in
doubt concerning fast and abstinence, the Parish Priest
should be consulted.

Normas para el Ayuno y la Abstinencia

El miércoles de ceniza, 26 de febrero, y el viernes santo,
10 de abril, son dias de ayuno y abstinencia. Los viernes
de Cuaresma también son dias de abstinencia. El ayuno
debe ser observado por todos los mayores de 18 afios, que
aun no han celebrado su 59 cumpleaiios. En un dia rapido
se permite una comida completa. Se pueden tomar otras
dos comidas, suficientes para mantener la fuerza, de
acuerdo con las necesidades de cada uno, pero juntas no
deberian equivaler a otra comida completa. No se permite
comer entre comidas, pero se permiten liquidos, como
leche y jugos. La abstinencia se observa en todos los 14
afos de edad y mayores. En los dias de abstinencia, no se
permite carne. Tenga en cuenta que cuando la salud o la
capacidad de trabajar se verian seriamente afectadas, la ley
de la Iglesia no obliga. En caso de duda sobre el ayuno y
la abstinencia, se debe consultar al parroco.
