The Ascension of the Lord
FEET ON THE GROUND

“Until next week, keep your feet on the ground and
keep reaching for the stars!” Not today’s scriptural
wisdom, but legendary DJ Casey Kasem’s sage advice,
heard across America for generations, American Top 40’s
challenging sign-off. Though Casey wasn’t quoting
scripture, today’s Acts of the Apostles offers similar
advice. As Jesus ascended, disciples “were looking
intently at the sky.” Wouldn’t we prefer a soul-relaxing
gaze into peaceful blue skies to a heart-breaking focus on
this blood-stained earth? But heavenly questioners asked
Jesus’ first disciples, “Why are you standing there looking
at the sky?” Earth awaited their mission! While our hearts
should “keep reaching for” heaven, we need to “keep our
feet on the ground.” Ascension’s scriptures remind us: the
Jesus we revere as “ascended into heaven” lives right here
among us on earth, awaiting our recognition and loving
service.

First Reading — Jesus tells the disciples that they will be
witnesses to the ends of the earth (Acts 1:1-11).

Psalm — God mounts his throne to shouts of joy: a blare
of trumpets for the Lord (Psalm 47).

Second Reading — God seated Jesus at his right hand in
the heavens (Ephesians 1:17-23) or Hebrews 9:24-28;
10:19-23.

Gospel — As Jesus blessed his disciples he parted from
them and was taken up to heaven (Luke 24:46-53).

The Apostles and their Successors

From the earliest days of the Church the apostles
appointed other men to succeed them to ensure that the
mission Jesus entrusted to them would continue after
their death (Acts 1:15-26; Tim 3:1; 2 Tim 1:6). In
Catholic tradition bishops are by definition the successors
of the apostles. “The bishops have by divine institution
taken the place of the apostles as pastors of the Church,
in such wise that whoever listens to them is listening to
Christ and whoever despises them despises Christ and
him who sent Christ” (Catechism, 862, quoting Lumen
gentium, 20, 2). But in another sense, “The whole Church
is apostolic, in that she remains, trough the successors of
St. Peter and the other apostles, in communion of faith
and life with her origin: and in that she is ‘sent out’ into
the whole world. All members of the Church share in this
mission, though in various ways” (863).

Monday, June 3rd: Saint Charles Lwanga and
Companions, Martyrs; died 15 Nov. 1885—27 Jan. 1887,
protomartyrs of Black Africa; over one hundred killed in
this period, including Anglicans; Charles is the patron
saint of African Catholic Youth Action.

Wednesday, June Sth: Saint Boniface, Bishop, Martyr;
died 754 at age 82; Anglo-Saxon; founded abbey of
Fulda; bishop of Mainz; martyred along with thirty
companions at Dokkum in Frisia; known as the “Apostle
of Germany”.

Tradiciones de Nuestra Fe

El 25 de abril la Iglesia conmemora a Pedro de
Betancur (1626-1667). Originalmente de las Islas
Canarias, a la edad de 24, se traslado a Cuba. En 1651
llegd a Guatemala con la ambicion de predicar a Cristo.
Esto lo hizo, no como sacerdote ni religioso. El fue como
laico, reconociendo su deber bautismal de evangelizar.

En 1655 ingreso en la Orden Seglar Franciscana y
como laico quiso poner en practica la espiritualidad
franciscana, ayudando a los pobres. Sin su propio pan o
casa el alimentaba al hambriento y amparaba al indigente.
A todos recordaba la necesidad de la salvacion y en la
simplicidad de su mensaje derretia el egoismo de los
ricos. Les abria el corazon ensefiandoles a compartir con
los mas pequefios de sus hermanos y hermanas.

Eventualmente su nobleza de espiritu atrajo a
hombres y mujeres que deseaban compartir su apostolado
y fundé la Orden Betlehemita. También fundé la primera
escuela de nifios en Centro América convirtiéndose en el
alfabetizador de Guatemala. Asi dio ejemplo de lo que la
Iglesia debe hacer por el pobre y marginado.
