Saints of the Week 
 

Tuesday, June 24: The Nativity of Saint John the 
Baptist; called from birth by the Lord, John matured in 
the Spirit and heralded the advent of the Messiah. This 
feast, dated from the 4th century in both East and West, 
came to be celebrated, in accord with Luke 1:36, six 
months before the Lord’s birth; quoting John 3:30, Saint 
Augustine found this date appropriate for, after the birth 
of John, daylight begins to grow shorter, whereas after 
Jesus’ birth, it begins to increase. 
 

Saturday, June 28th: Saint Irenaeus, Bishop, Martyr, 
and Doctor of the Church; died in the year 202 at age 72; 
from Smyrna; disciple of Polycarp; for twenty-five years 
the bishop of Lyons; wrote against the Gnostics, first to 
provide a coherent rationale for a Christian Bible 
including both testaments, and the first to offer a 
comprehensive account of belief in God’s universal 
providential and redemptive economy.

Sacred Heart Solemnity 
 

The Solemnity of our Lord’s Sacred Heart falls on the 
Friday after the Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and 
Blood (Corpus Christi), June 27th this year. The date 
was chosen by Our Lord himself at his apparitions to 
Saint Margaret-Mary Alacoque. The Sacred Heart and 
the Eucharist go hand in hand. For one thing, the 
Eucharist is the memorial of our Lord’s passion and 
death, which constitutes the greatest proof of his love for 
us. Another thing is that our Lord wanted a feast for his 
Sacred Heart precisely because of man’s ingratitude and 
indifference toward the Eucharist. Our Lord said to Saint 
Margaret-Mary: “Behold this Heart which has loved men 
so much that it has spared nothing, even to exhausting 
and consuming itself in order to testify to them its love. 
In return I receive from the greater number nothing but 
ingratitude by reason of their irreverence and sacrileges 
and by the coldness and contempt which they show me in 
this Sacrament of Love”.
