THE DESTINY OF ALL MORTAL FLESH

The celebration of today’s feast on a Sunday is
unusual on our Roman Catholic calendar. Our
observance of the Lord’s Day is held in such high
esteem that few other feasts replace it. Occasionally
there is a feast—usually of one of the saints—in which
the saving power of God in Christ is so uniquely
focused that the Roman rite deems it worthy of
celebration on the Lord’s Day. Today is such a feast.
Yet some are surprised at the brevity of the dogma in
its entirety: “We pronounce, declare and define it to be
a divinely revealed dogma: that the Immaculate Mother
of God, the ever Virgin Mary having completed the
course of her earthly life, was assumed body and soul
to heavenly glory.” The Roman Catholic Church never
defined any specifics or particulars about the event
itself. It is not in the scriptures. There are no verifiable
eyewitness accounts. At its core, the dogma reveals in
Mary the destiny of all mortal flesh, and reinforces our
creedal belief in resurrection of the body. This feast
strengthens our faith, defined last week in Hebrews as
the realization of things hoped for. We find, in Mary,
that realization of what we all hope for, what Paul
today affirms: “In Christ shall all be brought to life” (1

Corinthians 15:22).

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The roots of today’s feast of the Assumption can be
traced back at least to the fifth century, when it is noted in
the Armenian lectionary. Celebrated in Jerusalem, the feast
in honor of the Theotokos, the Mother of God, became the
principal feast of Mary throughout the Christian world. The
place of celebration was at the tomb of Mary in Gethsemane
and was therefore known as the “Dormition of Mary.” In
some cultures this feast is celebrated today with a resting
statue of Mary, much like a wake service of modern times.

The liturgy of this feast provides images of “the place of
your rest” in Psalm 132, and reverence for the Ark of the
Covenant that held the signs of the Promise. Like that Ark,
Mary is for us the ark of the Savior, the one who bore the
Son of God. When the doctrine of the Assumption was
defined in 1950 the Gospel reading for the feast was
changed to include the verses of Mary’s song, the
Magnificat. The scripture readings for both the vigil Mass
and the Mass of the day speak to us of life after death as
well as the path to be followed in order to reach it. The key
to this promised immortality is found as we take to heart the
words of the vigil’s Gospel, “Blessed are those who hear the

word of God and observe it.”

Saints of the Week

Monday, August 16th: Saint Stephen of Hungary; died

1038 at age 61; as the first Christian king of Hungary he

united and Christianized the Magyar people; received the
“holy crown” from Pope Sylvester II in 1000; renowned

for his charity to beggars; known as the “Apostolic King
and Apostle of Hungary”.

Thursday, August 19th: Saint John Eudes, Priest; died
1680 at age 79; founded (1643) the Congregation of Jesus
and Mary (“Eudists,” today numbering about 470
religious), for training the clergy; also founded the Sisters
of the Good Shepherd to assist morally endangered
women, especially prostitutes; promoted cult to the
Hearts of Jesus and Mary.

Friday, August 20th: Saint Bernard, Abbot, Doctor of
the Church; died 1153 at age 63; Cistercian abbot of
Clairvaux; reformer and spiritual author; preached
against the Albigensians; founded sixty-eight
monasteries; preached the Second Crusade; denounced
injustice and worked for peace; known as Doctor
mellifluous; patron of Gibraltar.

Saturday, August 21st: Saint Pius X, Pope; died 20
august 1914 at age 79; undertook liturgical and canonical
reforms especially communion for children and frequent
communion for adults; condemned Modernism; wished
“to renew all things in Christ”; patron of sick pilgrims.

August 18th: The first Black person admitted to the
University of Mississippi, James Meredith, graduates
from University of Mississippi, 1963

August 20th: The first twenty Africans brought to
Jamestown, Virginia as slaves - 1619
