Saints of the Week 
 

Tuesday, March 17th: Saint Patrick, Bishop; died 461 at 
Down at age 72; born about 389 of Romano-British 
origin, perhaps in Wales; founded metropolitan See of 
Armagh; authored Confessio; the famous Lorica, a work 
praising Christ, is probably his; patron of Nigeria; apostle 
and patron of Ireland. 
 

Wednesday, March 18th: St. Cyril of Jerusalem, Bishop 
and Doctor of the Church; died 386; great pastor and 
teacher; ordained bishop of Jerusalem in 348; authored 
eighteen “Catecheses” and five “Mystagogical 
Cathecheses” devoted to the liturgy and the sacraments; 
exiled three times by the Arians. 

Thursday, March 19th: Saint Joseph, Spouse of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary; honored on 19 March since the end 
of the 10th century; declared Patron of the Universal 
Church in 1870 by Pope Pius IX and Guardian of the 
Redeemer in 1989 by Pope John Paul II; patron of 
workers and carpenters; also of Australia, Belgium, 
Bohemia, Canada, Mexico, Peru, and (south) Vietnam; 
mentioned in Eucharistic Prayers I-IV.

Norms for Abstinence 

Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence. Abstinence is 
observed by all 14 years of age and older.  On days of 
abstinence, no meat is allowed.  Note that when health or 
ability to work would be seriously affected, Church law 
does not oblige.  When in doubt concerning fast and  
abstinence, the Parish Priest should be consulted.
