Attorney Paul Amos presented to the board that he had reviewed the Florida Sheriffs Association Cooperative Purchasing Program contract FSA23-EQU21.0, Alta Quote, & Alta Purchase Order for the two (2) Volvo EW 180E Wheeled Excavators. Alta pricing and purchase orders are being made under the Florida Sheriffs FSA23-EQ21.0 cooperative agreement contract and meets IRFWCD procurement policies and Florida Statutes. Leasing 2, Inc. Lease agreement for the two (2) Volvo EW 180E Wheeled Excavators was reviewed, and the District will make an annual payment in the sum of $181,936.55 for five years.
