Secretary Gunter presented an update on the problem with the Majestic Oaks Subdivision involving the contractor, Tim Rose, dewatering with no turbidity barrier along with an additional nonpermitted pump.  A video presentation and a typewritten documentation of the events since August were presented as well as water quality testing results by Amy Mozingo.  The District received a call from Charles Vogt of the Environmental Health Dept. stating that a complaint had been filed by a neighbor.  Following a meeting with Tim Rose and Jeff Blackstone, Clark Development, they agreed to remove the pipes and change the dewatering plan in addition to cleaning up the material that had settled in the canal system.  Mr. Vogt was unable to meet them at the site, but stated to Secretary Gunter that he would be visiting the site and would determine what action, if any, would be taken.  Due to development taking place within the District, action may be needed to change the standard provisos in the permit to allow the District to enforce action against this type of problem.  No action was taken by the Board at this time.

Mike Johnson, BellSouth, contacted the District to let them know that work was to begin on reattaching the cable at 74th Avenue and 4th Street.  Barring any unforeseen problems, the work should be completed by the 18th of October.

Secretary Gunter presented a copy of the letter sent to Mr. Gary A. Laffood, regarding relocating the D-7 Canal which currently bisects the site of the proposed Wal-Mart distribution center.  The letter stated the concerns of the relocation which included maintaining the hydrology  and legal access for maintenance.  This information was presented only as a point of information since no plans or permit request have officially been received to date.

Secretary Gunter presented a request to contract the mowing that is usually done by District employees to prepare for the coming spray cycle in November.  There is a considerable amount of cleaning of the canal system that needs to be done and the process would be hindered if employees were pulled from that project to complete the mowing.  On  a motion by Supervisor Lambeth and second by Supervisor Tripson, permission was granted.

Marvin Carter, Carter Associates Inc., presented information regarding proposed paving of 77th Street (Hobart Rd.) between 58th Avenue and 66th Avenue.  The east ½ of this project lies totally within the District, and the majority of the west ½ of the project lies within the Sebastian River Water Control District immediately North of and adjacent to the Indian River Farms Water Control District on the south side of 77th Street.  Prior agreements between Indian River County and the District have allowed roadway drainage from the portion of 77th Street into their canal along the south side of 77th Street.  In years past, some landowners to the North of Hobart Road have “illegally” connected to the roadway culverts to relieve flooding conditions on the lands with the SRWCD.  With the proposed improvements of 77th street these “outfalls” will no longer exist and severe flooding of these parcels will occur.  A further study of this area needs to be authorized to provide drainage relief for this area.  Jim Davis, P.E., Indian River County Public Works Director, will be notified and a joint meeting scheduled to address this problem.

Secretary Gunter presented the following utility permit application for consideration:

1. Request from Florida Power & Light Company to place directional bore conduit

(2 - 6” PVC conduits)  crossing along  4th Street (Citrus Road) under Sub-lateral

D-5 (94th Avenue) and at the west end  of Lateral D northerly along 98th Avenue. 

Additional  information  has  been  requested  by Carter Associates Inc. from the 

FPL engineering department.

Recommendation:  Pending receipt of additional information, approval subject

To standard provisos and the following special conditions:

a) Directional bore conduits to be a minimum of five (5) feet below the

bottom of the existing canals.

b) As-built Certifications of the horizontal and vertical alignment of the

conduits  to be furnished to the District within thirty (30) days of the

installation.

On a motion by Supervisor Lambeth and second by Supervisor Tripson the above permit was approved.

Steve Snoberger, Carter Associates Inc., addressed the Board requesting permission to prepare a bid for the metal building shell for the new office/shop complex.  This will speed along the permitting process for the building allowing us to bid the contract for the inside of the complex at a later date. On a motion by  Supervisor Lambeth and second by Supervisor Tripson permission was granted.

Steve Snoberger, Carter Associates Inc., presented an update on the St. Johns River Water Management District C.U.P. permit renewal.  There are issues that may affect the Board in the future requiring them to monitor the amount of water being withdrawn from the District as well as other issues. This was presented as a point of information with no action being required by the Board at this time.

Dean Luethje, Carter Associates Inc., presented an update of the East Indian River County Stormwater Master Plan Study stating that another TRC meeting would be schedule around the first part of November possibly at the District Office.  No action required by the Board.

Secretary Gunter informed the Board that he and Attorney O’Haire have been meeting with the attorney of Indian River County regarding the Agreement Concerning Delivery and Use of Stormwater with the District, Indian River County and Calpine.  Numerous changes to the initial agreement are being made and a draft copy will be presented to the Board at a future meeting.
