The monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors was held in the office of the District in Vero Beach, Florida, Thursday, July 09, 2020 at 2:00 O’clock P.M.  

Those present were Supervisors William Barker Sr., Mark Tripson and Bobby Lindsey; Michael O’Haire, O’Haire Quinn Chartered; Marvin Carter, George Simons, Carter Associates, Inc.; and David E. Gunter, Secretary.
Supervisor Lindsey called the meeting to order at 2:00 P.M. and called for approval of the minutes of June’s regular meeting. On motion duly made and carried, the minutes of the previous meeting were approved as submitted. Cash on hand as of June 30, 2020 was given as $1,811,916.58.

We have received three (3) Utility Construction Permit Applications for consideration at the July 9, 2020 Board Meeting.

(1) Request from Magnolia Manor Holdings, LLC to install water main and force main across Sub-latera B-4 (4th Street) Canal to serve former Anne Keen property in Tract 12, Section 16-33-39.

RECOMMENDATION:  We have requested additional information for this permit request and recommend approval subject to receipt of acceptable revised plans and final approval by David E. Gunter and Carter Associates, Inc.  

(2) Request from FP&L to place two 6” conduits under existing culverted section of Sub-lateral A-1-W (16th Street) Canal at 71st Avenue to serve Pointe West Development.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this permit subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(3) Request from Kimley-Horn, on behalf of Indian River County, to install (by directional bore) a 24” water main and 10” force main under proposed new ConSpan structure in North Relief Canal replaced existing bridge and utilities at 58th Avenue. 

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

On a motion made by Supervisor Barker and second by Supervisor Tripson the above permits were approved.
George Simon, Carter & Associates Inc. and Superintendent Gunter presented plans and calculations submitted for the Taxiway East Ramp Phase I Project and have not been able to approve because the project as submitted does not meet the IRFWCD 2”/day volume limitation.  

IRFWCD has been made aware that Grant to construct The Taxiway East Ramp Phase I Project has a construction time frame that is rapidly approaching.  In the spirit of cooperation with the City of Vero Beach and their Airport development plans, We recommend to grant approval to East Taxiway Ramp project contingent on a letter from the City of Vero Beach, City Manager.  

The letter should acknowledge the fact that the current permit application for the project known as “The Taxiway East Ramp Project, (TWE Ramp Phase I)” is conditionally approved.  The non-compliances that currently exist will be addressed within 12 months.

1. The 2”/day volume limitation for the previously constructed project known as “The Taxiway East”, and proposed “The Taxiway E Ramp Phase I Project” as designed do not meet the IRFWCD 2”/day discharge limitation policy.  This non-compliance will be addressed in the next Phase, Taxiway E Ramp Phase II.  This Phase will include conveyance connections to the TWE and the TWE Ramp Phase I Projects and will provide sufficient additional runoff storage for all three Projects to meet the 2”/day volume limitation.  

2. The Taxiway E Ramp Phase II is scheduled to be approved by the City Council at the next meeting.  The engineering design, permitting and construction work noted in the comment above is included in the budget approval.  The Taxiway E Ramp Phase II project will be constructed within 12 months.

On a motion by Supervisor Tripson and second by Supervisor Barker, the above permit application is approved contingent on the above conditions.
Superintendent Gunter made a motion to amend  previous adopted resolution requiring reinforced concrete pipe (RCP) for future pipe installations involving expensive embellishments such as impervious road improvements, headwalls, signs, paver, and etc. in all District canals under County or City roads east of 66th Avenue to now include the whole district, in all District canals as a condition of permit approval.

Canal crossings throughout the District may utilize CMP or Aluminum Corrugated pipe material with the end treatments of rock rubble or broken concrete over filter fabric provided no expensive embellishments such as impervious surface, headwalls, signs, pavers, etc. are constructed.  If the driveway is off a paved road the County typically requires a paved apron.  If the proposed canal crossing includes any asphalt that extends over the canal cross section the pipe must be RCP.

Culverting District Canals with HDPE type pipe material may be acceptable for areas such as a golf course.  Approval will be on a case by case basis with consideration to wheel loads from construction traffic, pole trucks, IRFWCD maintenance equipment, etc.

1. Embellishments such as impervious road improvements, headwalls, signs, paver, and etc. 

2. HDPE pipe may be permitted on a case by case basis.

On a motion duly made, put and unanimously passed, as a matter of policy, going forward, the following shall be the operative regulation with respect to pipe material in all District canals.
George Simons, Carter & Associates Inc. presented a draft of Indian River Farms Water Control District Best Management Plan for the Central Indian River Lagoon Basin Management Action Plan, to be submitted to FDEP.
On a motion made by Supervisor Barker and second by Supervisor Tripson the IRFWCD Best Management Plan was approved for submittal.
Supervisors had been presented with copies of the Audited Financial Statements for the September 30, 2019 year end for review.  On a motion by Supervisor Tripson and second by Supervisor Barker the Financial Statements were approved as presented.
Attorney O’Haire presented recommendations for revisions to the standard form of permit and provisos.

On a motion made by Supervisor Barker and second by Supervisor Tripson the revisions were approved.

Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.
There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
