We have four (4) Utility Construction Permit Applications for consideration at the regular scheduled June board meeting.

(1)
Request from AT&T to install 2” H.D.P.E. conduit under 5th Street, SW and Sub-lateral B-6-W at 65th Avenue, SW to serve Magnolia Lakes Subdivision.

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions.

(2)
Request from FP&L to install three (3) 2” electrical conduits under 4th Street and adjacent to Sub-lateral A-7-E (45th Street) Canal, at a point 150’ West of center-line of 52nd Avenue; and one (1) 6” electrical conduit under 45th Street and adjacent Sub-lateral A-7-E (45th Street) Canal at a point 70’ East of centerline of 54th Avenue to serve a new industrial park development.  

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions.

Request from developer of proposed Bridge Creek Subdivision located in Tracts 5, 6, & 7 in the South ½ of Section 9-32-39 to install 8” water main and 4” force main across Sub-lateral G-3 (65th Street) Canal.

RECOMMENDATION:  We have requested additional revised plans for the development and recommend approval of this request subject to receipt of final plans and final approval by David E. Gunter and Carter Associates, Inc. 
(4)        Request from AT&T to install 2” H.D.P.E. conduit  under Sub-lateral G-7 Canal (81st Street) East ROW of 58TH  Avenue.

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions
The Indian River Farms Water Control District has received plans for re-development of a portion of the Jackie Robinson Training Complex at Dodger town.  The proposed modifications to the site do not meet the District’s 2” per 24-hour discharge limitation, but do meet the requirements of the St. Johns River Water Management District criteria.  A dry retention pond has been designed on remaining available area within the project site to provide storm water treatment and some detention/retention on site. 

Following discussion, motion was made that, given the request of Indian River County, as owner of the property which is involved, and which has historically been used for public purposes and the Applicant wishes to improve the property for public use, then, conditioned on the Water Control District’s requirements having been met, that a one-time exception be granted by the Water Control District for the County to proceed with the project on its publicly owned lands as long as the Water Management District will allow and that a variance should be granted to permit a retention pond for storm water treatment on as much area as possible and avoidance of discharges onsite and to proceed with the project only on County owned property, and for purposes of public use as approved by the Board of County Commissioners.

The motion was duly seconded and carried unanimously on condition that all steps possible by the County in the use of the lands involved and only for the project as described and limited to County owned property.
Secretary Gunter presented the proposed budget for the 2020 /2021year, 3% increase for all employees, and   Elaine Mercado salary increase to $52,000. Tax rate to remain at 19.50 per acre. On a motion by Supervisor Tripson and second by Supervisor Barker approval of the budget, tax rate, and wage increases as presented.  The Board thereby resolved the following resolution
RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, the Property Appraiser of Indian River County, Florida, has been heretofore authorized and directed to extend the taxes levied by this District upon the Tax Rolls of Indian River County, Florida;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the INDIAN RIVER FARMS WATER CONTROL DISTRICT, Indian River County, Florida that this Board does herewith levy a maintenance tax for the year 2021 upon each tract or parcel of land within this district, subject to taxation of $19.50 per acre or fraction thereof.  Said maintenance tax shall be equal and uniform in amount upon each acre of land assessed and the minimum drainage tax shall not be less than the one-acre tax rate herewith established and said minimum drainage tax shall apply to any one parcel separately assessed to maintain and preserve the ditches, drains and drainage works of this District and to repair and restore the same when needed and for the purpose of defraying the current expenses of this District; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that, when said tax is so levied or extended and assessed by the Property Appraiser of Indian River County, he shall certify the same to the Tax Collector of Indian River County, Florida who is herewith directed to demand and collect the maintenance tax so levied and to make return thereof to this District as provided by the law; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a certified copy of this Resolution shall be furnished to the Property Appraiser of Indian River County, Florida and to the Tax Collector of Indian River County, Florida.
