Supervisor Barker made a motion to approve the above resolution with a second by Supervisor Tripson.  Motion was approved.
We have received five (5) Utility Construction Permit Applications for consideration at the regularly scheduled October Board Meeting.

Florida Power & Light Company has submitted the following four (4) requests for aerial crossing upgrades with new pole installations:

(1) Transfer existing span at Sub-lateral B-9-W (17th Street, SW) Canal along westerly right-of-way of 66th Avenue.

(2) Transfer existing span at Sub-lateral B-9-W (17th Street, SW) Canal along westerly right-of-way of 58th Avenue.

(3) Transfer existing span at Lateral “B” (58th Avenue) Canal along North right-of-way of 17th Street, SW.

(4) Transfer existing span and remove pole crossing Lateral “G” along north right-of-way of Hobart Road. 

(5) A fifth utility permit application from MWI Corporation to construct and install a 2” force main and 8” water main under Oslo Road (9th Street, SW) and adjacent Sub-lateral C-4 Canal to service their industrial site located at 7775 9th Street, SW (Oslo Road).

We recommend approval of these utility construction permit applications subject to meeting the District’s permit criteria and all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 
On a motion made by Supervisor Tripson and second by Supervisor Barker the above permits were approved. 
Attorney O’Haire gave an update that Kenwood Village has retained McKinnon & Hamilton, PLLC for the failed culvert along Fifth Street SW. Attorney O’Haire continues to correspond with Waters Edge and Kenwood Village attorneys in regards to both Subdivisions failed culverts.

George Simon, Carter & Associates Inc. presented a draft clarification memo to the Maintenance of Flood Plain Storage Policy for Supervisors and Attorney O’Haire to review. Once Memo is finalized George Simon will present for approval.
Secretary Gunter proposed the following Right-Of-Way reservations to be Quit Claimed by Indian River Farms Water Control District to Indian River County Lying Within Venetian Groves Project.
