We have four (4) Utility Construction Permit Applications for consideration at the regular scheduled August Board Meeting.

(1) Request from FP&L (Work Order #10562973) for directional bore of one 6” electrical conduit under Main Canal in Section 5-33-39.  There were no plans submitted with this application, and we have requested their submittal of appropriate plans 

RECOMMENDATION:   We recommend approval of this request subject to receipt of 

appropriate plans and final approval by David Gunter and Carter Associates, Inc.       

(2) In conjunction with construction of Dollar General Store on East side of 27th Avenue at 25th Street, SW (South County Line), Indian River County is requiring the extension of 12” water main South along 27th Avenue and West along South Dike Canal and 25th Street, SW connection to existing water main at intersection of 25th Street, SW and 27th Drive, SW.  David Gunter has met with Contractor on-site and recommends approval of this request.  

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(3) Request from AT&T to install aerial cable over Lateral “A” Canal along North side of 65th Street and across Sub-lateral A-12-W (65th Street) Canal along West right-of-way of 66th Avenue in conjunction with future widening of 66th Avenue roadway improvements. 

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions.

(4) Request from FP&L to relocate poles and aerial cable crossings of North Relief Canal in conjunction with proposed Indian River County 58th Avenue Roadway and Bridge Replacement Project. 

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Tripson the above permits were approved.

Secretary Gunter presented bid results for the 2021/2022 insurance renewal.  We received one (1) bid, from Florida League of Cities with an annual premium of $38,652.00. This premium is an increase of $1,350.00 from last year’s premium. Attorney O’Haire reviewed the bid and advised the Board of Supervisors to accept the Florida League of Cities bid. On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Tripson the bid was awarded to Florida League of Cities

Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.
There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
