We have eight (8) Utility Construction Permit Applications for consideration at the December Board Meeting.

(1)
Request from Lost Tree Preserve, L.L.C. to connect a 4” sewerage force main from project site to existing 6” force main located within Indian River Farms Water Control District right-of-way on South side of 65th Street (Sub-lateral G-3-E).

Note: The existing 6” Indian River County force main is located within the Sub-lateral G-3-E right-of-way, near crest of coastal ridge and east of the eastern terminus of the Sub-lateral G-3 Canal.

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this permit subject to all 

applicable standard provisos and special conditions.   

(2)
Request from FP&L to direct bore a 2” electrical conduit under 8th Street and adjacent Sub-lateral B-3-W at a point 2,372’+/- West of 66th Avenue to provide service to 6995 8th Street located in part of Tract 2, Section 18-33-39.

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this permit subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(3)
Request from FP&L to direct bore a 6” H.D.P.E. electrical conduit under Lateral “A” Canal adjacent to South right-of-way of North Relief Canal to provide service to Indian River County’s proposed “Moorehen Marsh Stormwater Treatment Project”, located in part of Tract 13, Section 17-32-39.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this permit subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(4)
Request from AT&T to direct bore one 4” Flex Pipe conduit under 12th Street and adjacent Sub-lateral E-3 Canal at rear lot utility and drainage easement between 25th and 26th Avenues. 

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all 

applicable standard provisos and special conditions.   

(5)
Request from AT&T to direct bore a 4” Flex Pipe conduit (at three locations) under 26th Street and adjacent Sub-lateral A-3-E Canal along and within the West rights-of-way of 50th, 52nd (Compass Pointe Drive) and 54th Avenues. 

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(6)
Request from AT&T to direct bore a 4” Flex Pipe conduit (at seven locations) under 4th Street and adjacent Sub-lateral E-5 Canal at rear lot utility and drainage easement located West of 12th, 14th, 15th, 16th, 17th, 18th and 19th Avenues.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions.
(7)          Request from AT&T to direct bore a 2” H.D.P.E. fiber optic conduit under 33rd Street and adjacent Sub-lateral A-4-W canal to provide service to 7055 33rd Street.

(8)         Request from Indian River County Utilities Department relocation and extension of 14” force main under 49th Street and adjacent Sub-lateral A-8-E Canal within 58th Avenue Right -of- Way.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions.

On a motion made by Supervisor Tripson and second by Supervisor Lindsey the above permits were approved.

Secretary Gunter presented the upcoming renewal for the Florida Blue health insurance policy beginning Jan 1, 2022.  There are now five (5) employees on the plan and for those employees, the total increase is approximately $496.94 while keeping the same coverage we have had. The new premium will be $4,325.83 per month.  On a motion by Supervisor Tripson and second by Supervisor Lindsey approval for renewal was given.

Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.
There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
