We have received five (5) Utility Construction Permit Applications for consideration at the January Board of Supervisors meeting.

(1) Request from FP&L to replace seven (7) poles (2 with wood poles and 5 with concrete poles).  Together with related guy wires along and within the south right-of-way of Sub-lateral R-3 (S.R. 60) Canal between 90th Avenue & I-95.  

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval subject to all standard 

provisos and applicable special conditions. 

(2) Request from FP&L to install, by directional bore, one 6” H.D.P.E. conduit under Sub-lateral H-3 (45th Street/North Gifford Road) along and within the east right-of-way of 43rd Avenue. 

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval subject to all standard provisos and applicable special conditions. 

(3) Request from Stoneridge, LLC, developer of proposed Bridge Creek Subdivision located in southwest quadrant of Lateral “G” Canal at 65th Street (South Winter Beach Road), to install 4” force main and 8” water main to be placed over proposed 60” R.C.P.  entrance culvert in Sub-lateral G-3 (65th Street) Canal.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this permit request subject to all standard provisos and applicable special conditions. 

(4) Request from Rapid Storage Solutions to install 4” force main and 8” water main crossing Sub-lateral B-7-E (Oslo / 9th Street SW)

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this permit request subject to all standard provisos and applicable special conditions.

(5) Request from Indian River County 66th Avenue Roadway Widening phase 1B 57th Street to 69th Street proposed improvements to be constructed in IRFWCD ROW.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this permit request subject to all standard provisos and applicable special conditions.

On a motion made by Supervisor Tripson and second by Supervisor Barker the above permits were approved.

Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.
There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
