The monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors was held in the office of the District in Vero Beach, Florida, Thursday, May 13, 2021 at 2:00 O’clock P.M.

Supervisor Barker called the meeting to order at 2:00 P.M. and called for approval of the minutes of April’s regular meeting. On motion duly made and carried, the minutes of the previous meeting were approved as submitted. Cash on hand as of April 30, 2021 was given as $2,053,191.60.

We have received three (3) Utility Construction Permit Applications for consideration at the May 13th Board Meeting.

(1) Request from FP&L to install by directional bore two (2) 6” H.D.P.E. conduits, under 79th Avenue along north side of State Road 60, to pole location between 74th Avenue pavement and west bank of Range Line Canal.
RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this permit application subject to     

placement of proposed pole in accordance with previous issued Permit No. U-21-23, and   

all applicable standard provisos and special conditions.   

(2) Request from FP&L to install by directional bore two (2) 6” H.D.P.E. conduits under Range Line Canal along north side of State Road 60.
RECOMMENDATION:  We have requested additional information regarding this application and recommend approval subject to receipt of acceptable revised plans and final approval thereof by Superintendent David Gunter and Carter Associates, Inc. 
(3) Request from AT&T to install by directional bore a conduit under North Relief Canal, along west side of 66th Avenue, to relocate and replace all AT&T equipment and cable in conflict with road widening of 66th Avenue.
RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions, and subject to approval of Indian River County Public Works.
On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Tripson the above permits were approved.

Auditor Patrick Graham was present for questions regarding presentation of the 2019/2020 audited financial statements. Following questions and discussion, auditor Graham stated we were in great shape and that Superintendent Gunter was very conscientious regarding budget spending. On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Tripson the audited financial statements were approved.

Secretary Gunter presented the proposed tax rate for the 2022 year at $19.50 per acre, and the 2021/2022 proposed budget.  On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Tripson approval of the tax rate and budget as presented.  The Board thereby resolved the following resolution
RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, the Property Appraiser of Indian River County, Florida, has been heretofore authorized and directed to extend the taxes levied by this District upon the Tax Rolls of Indian River County, Florida;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the INDIAN RIVER FARMS WATER CONTROL DISTRICT, Indian River County, Florida that this Board does herewith levy a maintenance tax for the year 2022 upon each tract or parcel of land within this district, subject to taxation of $19.50 per acre or fraction thereof.  Said maintenance tax shall be equal and uniform in amount upon each acre of land assessed and the minimum drainage tax shall not be less than the one-acre tax rate herewith established and said minimum drainage tax shall apply to any one parcel separately assessed to maintain and preserve the ditches, drains and drainage works of this District and to repair and restore the same when needed and for the purpose of defraying the current expenses of this District; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that, when said tax is so levied or extended and assessed by the Property Appraiser of Indian River County, he shall certify the same to the Tax Collector of Indian River County, Florida who is herewith directed to demand and collect the maintenance tax so levied and to make return thereof to this District as provided by the law; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a certified copy of this Resolution shall be furnished to the Property Appraiser of Indian River County, Florida and to the Tax Collector of Indian River County, Florida.
