We have six (6) Utility Construction Permit Applications for consideration at the October Board Meeting.

(1)
Request from FP&L to install aerial crossing of Sub-lateral D-3 Canal at a point located 750’ South of 21st Street, SW.

We have requested additional information for this permit application.

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval subject to all applicable

standard provisos and special conditions.   

(2)
Request from AT&T to direct bore a 4” flex-pipe conduit under lateral “E”/E-4 and 8th Street along and within the westerly right-of-way of 16th Avenue.  

We have requested additional information for this permit application.

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(3)
Request from Comcast to direct bore a 2” diameter conduit under 1st Street, SW and adjacent Sub-lateral B-5 Canal within East right-of-way of 36th Court, SW.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this permit subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(4)
Request from FP&L to replace existing wood poles and transfer aerial distribution lines at four separate locations along 49th Street, crossing over Sub-lateral B-5-E, all crossings lying West of 43rd Avenue and East of 51st Court.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this permit subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(5)
Request from FP&L to direct bore a 2” electrical conduit under 1st Street, SW and adjacent Sub-lateral B-5-W as a point approximately 1,245’ West of 66th Avenue.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this permit subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions.

We continue to work with FP&L and Indian River County on proposed crossing of Main Canal at 58th Avenue.
